This letter has been received from Shropshire Council (Lois Dale Principal Rural Policy Officer)

 Hi Eric -nice to talk to you just now: my sincere apologies for the tardiness of my reply. 
As per our chat, the position is that BT have not notified me of any planned removals of service from red or modern kiosks, and from a service retention point of view I can reassure you that for all red kiosks in the Adopt A Kiosk programme, I objected to removal of the service if I had not heard directly from a parish council. 
I have had a look on the red kiosk list and located the kiosk as being 01694 731238, for which BT noted there had been 11 calls in the previous twelvemonth. Here is what I sent in: 
Objection to removal of service 
Supportive comments: essential service, poor mobile coverage 
I also attach another copy of my letter to clerks which SALC have either sent out or will be sending out for me, you may have had it by now: it gives a bit more detail 
Here is the most salient point: 
Please do remain aware that BT may decide to include the red kiosks or indeed any kiosks in any future programme of proposed removals, and that they will continue to monitor usage and costs of call box provision.  In this instance, they would put a public notice in the kiosk, and write to Shropshire Council to request that consultation be carried out with yourselves.  We would then initiate the 90 day formal consultation procedure. 
The service therefore remains in operation, and what I would say is to just keep an eye on it.

OUR VILLAGES, OUR COUNTY

Now that spring has (finally) arrived I have been reflecting on what our life is like in these villages of ours.

In many ways little has changed in the last 20 years or so, farming carries on much as it always has (although the machinery has become much larger – sometimes to the detriment of our roads and the number of dairy herds has fallen) and we have managed to retain our shop and (partly) our Post Office in Acton Burnell.

In other ways though, massive changes have crept up upon us.

Concord College has gone from strength to strength and now figures amongst the top tier of private schools.

We have many more dwellings now, especially in Frodesley whose population has risen almost beyond recognition. We have lost our pub in Frodesley and our primary school in Acton Burnell. We have also lost some of the characters that made our villages the communities they were. In return of course we have gained others who play an active part in binding us together. I am looking forward to the Acton Burnell Fete in June and the festivities associated with it when we all have a chance to come together for a bit of fun.

Talking of change brings me to the subject of the Local Development Framework.

What, I hear you cry, is that?

It is the planning document that the Council is in the process of preparing which will determine the pattern and nature of development (ie housing and employment provision) in Shropshire over the next 15 – 20 years.

Why is this important to you and me?

It’s important because it will guide developers to specific areas for new housing, retail provision and other associated developments.

It will also enable low cost housing across the county and will aim to ensure that our villages remain vibrant.

We are all asked to contribute to the consultation process (which ends on 25 June). We can do this in writing, on line or through our Parish Council (which will itself be contributing its responses).

If you want to get involved then speak to your parish councillor, contact me or look at the Council website and follow the links.

When I wrote this we had not had our day at the polls. The result will be fascinating and I only hope that all of you have taken your opportunity to contribute and vote.

Whoever sits in Number 10 now will have the same problem of controlling public expenditure and borrowing which have risen catastrophically out of control over the last 10 years. 

Our Council will be faced with significant funding cuts which we have already begun to anticipate and plan for; we will all be faced with interesting and difficult choices.

I shall be fully involved with this process and welcome your comments and input.
