We recently enquired about high charges on this account since November 2010 and were informed they are due to the contract which was signed at that time.

If this is so we would respectfully request that the contract be rescinded and replaced with a more just one.

The contract is truly unjust, unfair and unreasonable.

Prior to November 2010 the administration charge was£0.24 annually 

See invoices numbered LGUB4883-LGUCXK5M and LGUFN459 which cover the two year period from 19-11-08 to 31-03-10

From November 1st. 2010 you propose administration charges of £192.00 annually.

24 pence to £192. ?

The cost of energy during this period was 0.09 per unit

From November 1st. 2010 you propose energy charges of 0.56 per unit 

The result will be a total bill (inc. vat) of approx £385.52 per annum to provide energy for a 25watt lamp in a telephone kiosk. 

Whereas previous to November it was approx £27.00 = about 1425% increase

We trust you will investigate this matter and react favourably to our request

Resurfacing of Road through Pitchford. Is scheduled to be completed soon.

Mr. Argyropulo has had discussions with Shropshire Council as to the best way forward .

Acton Burnell Cross Roads area is earmarked for re surfacing this year

Repairs to Culvert is still scheduled for end of May although some temporary work has proved necessary.

Mr Barker was able to say that it seemed  the service would continue during term time and on Saturdays.

Neither was it agreed by The Parish Council that a number of open market developments were needed.
 

The Parish Council response to the Sam Dev consultation indicated fully the wishes expressed at a public meeting on May 27th. 2010.
ie..The Grouped Parishes should not be part of any hub or cluster but designated "Countryside " where development will be strictly controlled.

In the absence of any confirmation that this will be or will not be, it is still The Parish Council stance.

· Limited development will require limited local infrastructure

· Development is only wanted if it is allowed within a 'countryside' designation


It was agreed that in response to its request Shropshire Council be informed that the Parish Council responses to the SAM/Dev consultation in May last year still hold good.

Settlement in the ‘Countryside’

Development would be limited to that permitted by Core Strategy Policy CS5, including conversions of some rural buildings and affordable housing on exceptions sites.

So, in your parish, open market development would not be permitted apart from conversions in the countryside, which would make a collective payment towards local affordable housing, but not a Community Infrastructure Levy contribution
However, it is intended that there will be a new Parish Plan, the results of which may trigger a different response.

“Balfours” managers of the Pitchford Estate have been informed of The Parish Council stance and the reasons for it
