CONSIDERATION OF THE FOLLOWING PLANNING APPLICATION

Reference:  11/03978/EIA  (validated: 18/10/2011)
Address:  Flemmings Field, Acton Pigot, Shropshire
Proposal:  Erection of 4 poultry units to include installation of roof mounted solar panels; 10 feed bins; biomass heating building and other ancillary buildings; formation of vehicular access; landscaping scheme including earth bund
Applicant: J G Owen And Co (Acton Pigot, Shrewsbury, SY5 7PH)
The Chairman invited the applicant Mr. Owen and his Agent to put their case for the application to Parish Council members

The Chairman then invited members of the public to address Parish Council members.

Mr. Leaman suggested that four members of the Council who had visited the site at the invitation of the applicant, before the application had been made had compromised themselves. He also pointed out that in addition to the two members who had declared a prejudicial interest; five others had some kind of personal connection with the applicant. Mr. Leaman then continued to voice his objections.
About twelve other speakers from the floor also spoke of their objection to the proposal, including the chairman of a Village Group (Mr, Gary Pearce) formed to move against the application

A call was made by The Chairman for speakers in support of the application.

There were none.

The two members with an interest were asked by The Chairman if they had any evidence they wished to relate or any questions to be asked.
Mr. Plant reported he had received twenty two approaches from members of the public- all of them in objection.

Mr. Morgan had nothing further to say.

Both of these members left the room

Parish Council members considered the application.

They were advised by The Clerk that in view of the overwhelming objections voiced by the public, the fact that no support could be seen anywhere,  and the requirement to reflect the views of the electorate, The Parish Council had no alternative but to Advise Shropshire Council that the application should be refused

It was proposed from The Chair (Mr. Faulkner) seconded by Mr. T Clay and carried 

With six votes for the proposal and one abstention- That Acton Burnell Parish Council advises Shropshire Council that the application be refused and that The Chairman and The Clerk be charged with compilation of a letter giving the reasons for this advice. 
Mrs. Davies asked that she could give the reasons behind her abstention.

a) 
She was dismayed by the slurs on Parish Council members from the floor, 
which she personally seriously resented

b) 
She responded to an invitation from the applicant to visit a similar site and 
was disappointed that despite the mass objections only six people bothered to 
attend. 
Mr. Argyropulo at the invitation of The Chairman spoke of the large number of objections he had received from residents in Pitchford. Most of them in connection with the impact of increasing road traffic.
