Elections for the proposed unitary council will take place on June 4th.2009 
along with European Parliamentary elections. Town & parish Councils 
elections will take place at the same time. June 4th.2009.
Parish Councils in the Shrewsbury area which held elections in 2007 will not hold a further election until
2013 meaning that members will serve for six years.

Parishes which held elections in 2005 will hold further elections on 

June 4th.2009 (one Months delay) and parishes where elections were held in 2006(Acton Burnell Group) will have further elections on June 4th.2009.ie brought forward from 2010

Parish Council elections are forecast to incur a cost of £2300; However in the case of Town & Parish Councils this cost will be paid by Shropshire Council in 2009. This is a one off payment and will not apply to casual vacancies occurring after June 4th.2009 and before 2013

It is advisable therefore to ensure there are sufficient candidates for all nine vacancies
