>   the scheme to all parts of Shropshire. We hope that as a Parish Tree
>   Warden (or willing volunteer, if not actually a Tree Warden) you will be
>   able to help us as a local champion for the scheme.

>   Under the scheme, anyone who would like some free trees must fill in the
>   form available from the Council’s website
>   www.shropshire.gov.uk/environment.nsf. We would like Tree Wardens to
>   promote the scheme locally and if possible, gather together any
>   applications and send them through to us in the Tree Service in one or
>   two batches. We will collate the applications and allocate trees, prior
>   to delivery from the nurseries to one of several ‘depots’ across the
>   County. Successful applicants will be asked to collect their trees from
>   the nearest depot on a specified date (likely to be mid-late February
>   2011).
> Very simply, we need to know if you would like to help. To this end,
>   would you be willing and able to do any of the following:
>  1. Publicise the scheme locally (eg word of mouth, Parish meetings,
>   display posters etc).
 2. Co-ordinate tree orders for you areas prior to forwarding to the Tree
>   Service at Shirehall.
>  3. Undertake local advisory visits (to offer guidance and advice on

Council tax Referendums

What is in this for local councils? 
Parish and town councils (local councils) will wish to be aware of the latest consultation on council tax which concerns Government’s plans to make local government more responsive to the people for the amount payable though providing local referendums to veto excessive council tax, instead of using the previous capping mechanisms. Local Referendums to Veto Excessive Council Tax Increases 
was published on 30 July 2010 and is one of the most important consultations for local 
councils as it potentially directly impacts on the historic freedom for local 
councils to set their own spending framework. One focus of this consultation is 

on claimed ‘very high precept increases set by some town and parish councils in 

particular’ and a need to protect taxpayers from ‘excessive increases’ through 

holding them to account through local referendums. Parish meeting chairmen 

(in areas where there is no local council) are precepting authorities and covered 

by the proposals.

Following several surgeries at Pitchford, Cressage and Condover, we have had a poor 


attendance over the summer months and no issues raised other then a nasty pot hole 


on Severn Way in Cressage. We have had some concerns about visibility on the 



Sheinton Road junction at Cressage and a possible increase of heavy traffic once the 



Sheinton bridge is completed. 
The Junction at Sheinton Road is currently being worked on by highways, so this should improve the corner. As for the bridge at Sheinton this hasn’t yet been completed and therefore will not become an issue until after October. We will return to this after that date.
I will therefore put the pot hole on Severn Way at Cressage as an issue. 
Once the bridge at Sheinton is completed I will ask our Highways Officer if he can get highways to monitor the bridge to see if we do get an increase of traffic cutting through Sheinton to Ironbridge and Telford.
It is impossible to pass judgement on the junction of Sheinton Road until the current work is completed. 
In relation to the previous two issues:- 
The play Area at Condover has been affected by the recent council cuts and is very unlikely to be built in the near future. The Parish council are still going ahead to get change of usage for the land and will try to fund development by other resources.
The speeding will continue you to be monitored at Dorrington with regular visits by the camera partnership. 
The funday at Dorrington attracted over a hundred youngsters, proving a need more play facilities around the area.
