The Parish Council discussed the consultation document at its meeting on 
May 11th2010-
This response is submitted by the above Parish Council as a result of that meeting and after extensive consultation with the electorate.

The consultation included a public meeting on May 27th. 2010. Where The Shropshire Councillor for the ward (Councillor Tim Barker) addressed the meeting and a presentation by was given by Officers from The Planning Team.
A questionnaire (based on questions in the official response document) was issued.

A summary of the responses 

Question B1

There was no support for Hubs/clusters but overwhelming support that the parishes should be designated “Countryside “
B2

Only developments that apparently will be allowed within the Countryside designation 

B3

Limited development will require limited local infrastructure 

B4

No allocations of land for development –only that as in B2

B5

Yes the villages should have a development boundary even though it is recognised that a future development boundary will not be as rigid as in the past.

B6

No further growth is required in any direction

B7

No sites identified for economic-employment issues

But support for the expansion of Shrewsbury Business park –Employment site on land adjacent to Football stadium –which could offer employment opportunities for residents in these four parishes

B8

There are many areas in the Parishes which are historically important 

Some are within The Acton Burnell Conservation area which itself offers protection and should be continued 
eg. Acton Burnell Hall –Church and Castle and surroundings,-Deer Park,-Lily Pond-Roman abutment and the old roman road. and many old properties in the Parish 
The countryside around Frodesley (on the edges of AONB) and the agricultural nature needs to be protected

Footpaths and bridleways in the parishes

B9
No sites were identified for other uses –sports-education –retail etc.
Just one suggestion for a children’s playground in Frodesley

And one for play ground sports field in Acton Burnell
B10

There is some criticism of past development, particularly in Frodesley --Infilling and conversions (Not always sensitive) leading to more traffic hence a call for speed limits through Frodesley and indeed through Acton Burnell & Pitchford.

Any Other site suggestions.

Any suitable land for sale that would provide caravan pitches for gypsies and travellers
