Message from Your Local SC Councillor -Tim Barker
"As I write this from our new home on the border of Frodesley and Longnor I look out at the snowy hills and wonder what this winter will bring us in terms of the weather. Enough of that though, to business:

    Finalising the financial position of Shropshire Council following the Government's Comprehensive Spending Review and the consequent reductions in Local Authority grant settlements (some 26% over the next four years). Shropshire needs to save some £66 million over that period in addition to the £10 million already saved this year. This will mean that, as well as management and structural changes (which are already in train and will result in a slimmer and more focussed organisation with some 30% fewer senior posts), there will be increases in fees and charges (eg. car parking and park and ride fares) and service reviews which will result in some cuts. There will however be no Council Tax increases from Shropshire Council for at least the next two years. Final details will be available when we approve next year's budget in February 2011 .

    The review of primary and secondary school provision and organisation which will result in final recommendations being made to the Council's Cabinet in February. Many will be aware that we in Shropshire have a surplus of school places compared with current and foreseeable pupil numbers. This applies to our primaries and our secondaries and is made worse in financial impact by the relatively low funding per pupil we receive from central government. 

     I am always happy to speak to anyone on this or any other subject.

   I would like to take this opportunity to wish all the residents in Leebotwood and Longnor parishes a very Happy Christmas & New Year. 

    If you are involved in a local community group and would benefit from a little assistance then please contact myself or the Clerk for further details and an application form. This year the Council have assisted the Village Hall Committee of Leebotwood to extend its car park and are expecting to assist Longnor Village Hall in the spring when their application for a grant towards the new village hall is submitted. The Council believes that both village halls are important to their communities.
    We currently have a vacancy for a councillor in the Longnor ward. We will be making a decision on who will be our new councillor at the next council meeting in January. If you are interested or would like to propose someone to fill this vacancy please contact either myself or the Clerk with details. 

     At our Parish Council meeting in November the Council made a decision on its precept for the forthcoming financial year 2011-12. After careful consideration the councillors have set the precept for the next year at £11,351 which represents an increase of £1,351 compared with the previous year. These steps have been taken to ensure the Council can continue to support local community initiatives and groups and prepare a new Parish Plan. Cuts in Government spending are expected to increase the financial obligations of parish councils and their participation in local service delivery in the future.
     The Council will be revisiting the Parish Plans for both villages next year and will be consulting with residents through a series of open meetings where you can come and tell us what you want for your parishes in the short term and longer term future. So when we advertise these meetings please do come along and meet us.

    On a final note I have been asked to remind people when you are enjoying fireworks and bonfires please consider the wild life and animals nearby.
