MINUTES – It was proposed by Cllr Parkhurst and seconded by Cllr Manley that the minutes of the 19 May 2008 be signed as a true record.  All agreed.

MATTERS ARISING – There were none.

POLICE REPORT – SPC Tony Riggs gave apologies for Sgt Ram Aston and CSO Lyn Birch, work commitments.  He thanked the residents for their support at the surgery in the Library.  He informed meeting of the set up of the Pub/Shop Watch, but although Pub Youth Club had been set up it closed.  The Ring Master is working very well in the village and the PACT meetings are well attended.

He had been nominated by West Mercia Police and won the High Sheriff Trophy for Quality In People award for the work he has done in Bayston Hill.  He has been nominated by West Mercia Police for the Ferriers Trophy that is a national award to take place in London sometime this year.


The council and residents congratulated him on his achievement and wish him good luck for the Ferriers Trophy.

He opened the floor for questions: 


Speeding in the Village – The council informed the meeting that Lyth Hill would be having 30 mile limit signs on the road from Grove Lane to the A49.  Mr Gregory informed the meeting that these signs were not legal.  SPC Riggs reported that these signs were advisory and was only legal if there was a clear 30 mile sign on a post at each end of the road.


Policing in the Village - The
council asked about if there were any developments regarding policing in the village.  SPC Riggs informed the meeting that they are still waiting due to the boundary review.

The meeting thanked Ram Aston, Lyn Birch and Tony Riggs for all they have done for the village over the past year.

PARISH REPORT – It was proposed by Cllr Mrs Jones and seconded by Cllr Crick to accept the Parish Report.  All agreed. The meeting thanked the Clerk for arranging for the Parish Report to be distributed to all the households in Bayston Hill.

The Chairman opened the meeting for questions on the report.


Income and Expenditure Report - Mr Neave asked questions regarding the increase in the precept and projects within the Reserve Fund.  Chairman of the Finance Committee, Cllr Manley gave explanations the council’s procedure to his questions.  The Clerk informed the meeting that the accounts for the Financial Year 2008-2009 had been Internally Audited and the accounts were now with the External Auditor.  These accounts can be viewed by the public between the 20 July and 14 August 2009 and a notice will be displayed to this effect on the Parish Office window.  


Memorial Hall Pre-Payment – Mr Gregory asked the council why the £7,000 to the Memorial Hall for the hire of the Annexe was a pre-payment and not in his opinion a donation.  The council informed Mr Gregory that this was a Full Council decision and had been negotiated and accepted by the Memorial Hall Committee.

CHARITIES – Cllr Mrs Jones informed the meeting that she was the representative of the Thomas Bowdler Education Foundation and they met twice in the year and dealt with 16 applications.  Twelve received awards and the total money granted was £2,300.00.  She was also the council representative of Mary Flavel et al and there were no meetings held during the year.

SHROPSHIRE COUNCIL REPORT – The Chairman handed over to Cllr Clarke as follows:


The Unitary came into force on the 1 April and we should see improvements and efficiency in services.


As Oaklands and Longmeadow Schools have amalgamated a new school will be built and it is hoped that this will attract young people into the village.

The Lyth Hill 30 mile limit will take place this year as it has taken six years to come into fruition.


Lythwood Road surface was a disaster and the Highways Department have arranged for the contractors to return and completely resurface the road again during this summer.


Over the year the A49 Highway Agency management has changed and they are responding more positively to residents who use the A49.


Speed activated signs are now in operation at the entrances on the A49 in Bayston Hill.


Residents to be aware of Condover Road closure between 27 May and 3 June in the evenings for a rebuild.

There have been improvements with the lights and lines approaching the roundabout at Dobbies Island.

The meeting thanked Cllr Parkhurst and Cllr Clarke for all their hard work over the year.

GENERAL ISSUES – The Chairman asked if there were any questions:

Parish Meeting – The Editor of The Villager Association, Mrs S Roberts, informed the Clerk that she would be willing to put a highlighted notice in The Village Magazine next year to advertise the Annual Parish Meeting.  The Clerk thanked Mrs S Roberts and would take her up on her offer and let her have notice in plenty of time before the next Annual Parish Meeting.

Dog fouling – The meeting was very concerned with the amount of dog fouling there was in the village and that there was not enough dog bins.  The council informed the meeting that they were on the Shropshire Council list for notices to be put on all the bins in Bayston Hill for them to be used for general purpose and dog waste.  Also the residents could pick up free dog fouling bags from the Spar on the Parade and this had been organised by the Sgt Ram Aston.


SPC Riggs informed the meeting that penalties can be given by CSO, but they have to actually see the dog fouling the pavement etc.  They have to give the dog owner an opportunity to pick up the dog waste before they can issue a penalty.

The Chairman thanked everyone for attending the meeting, but was disappointed with the poor attendance.
