The Chairman spoke of the sad death of Councillor David J Lloyd and Members stood in a minute’s silence in 
his remembrance.

1) Apologies Councillors S Jones (illness), D Meredith-Jones (working) and  S Westwood-Bate (working) 

2) Declaration of Interest

Councillor  Mrs  Evans  declared  a  personal  interest  in  item 14  in  that  she  is  a  trustee  of  SILO and 
Councillor Mrs Crow declared a personal and prejudicial interest in item 12 in that her relation was a 
creditor.

3) Minutes of the Meeting held on 13th September 2006

The minutes of the meeting held on 13th September 2006 were approved and signed.

4) Matters Arising from the Minutes

a) A progress report was issued and considered.
b) The Chairman reported on the latest situation concerning the Fernhill Lane problems associated with 

the running of a business and said that although the situation had improved further actions were 
now pending.

5) Police Report

a) PC Clarke attended accompanied by the newly appointed Community Service Officer, CSO David 
Wagg.  Members discussed his current duties and actions.

b) PC Clarke reported on the recent crime in the parish and, in particular, a theft in West Place; burglary at 
the shop on the By Pass Road; theft  from a vehicle at the Orthopaedic Hospital;  a  disturbance at the 
Railway Station; theft of plant pots in Foxes Field in Gobowen,  theft from a vehicle and burglary from a 
cottage in Selattyn.

 
c) A number of questions were raised from the floor of the meeting including the progress on the theft and 

damage of street lights – none at this stage; the diversion on the A5; gangs of youngsters in Gobowen 
village; the parking of a 4x4 outside the old Post Office and a thank you letter received by a parishioner.

The Chairman thanked the Officers and they then left the meeting.

The Chairman reported on the commencement of the budgetary process and, in particular, the Concessionary 
Travel Scheme where efforts were being made to protect what had been a very successful scheme.

The Council was disappointed to hear of the amount of work that was carried 
out at this site prior to this retrospective application.  Large amounts of 
excavations were made and large amounts of soil was taken from the site 
resulting in damage to local roads.
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The Council has serious reservations over the design of the retaining wall and 
the effects upon the adjacent road.

The Council felt that this application should be placed before full 
Planning Committee for further consideration.

9) Parish Matters

a) Parish Plan

The Clerk reported on the last meeting of the Group and on the difficulties experienced by members 
over one particular issue.  He further reported that the next planned meeting of the group was 7th 

November with a Public Meeting arranged for 20th November in the Scout Community Hall.  All 
members were requested to attend. 

b) Funding for a Development Plan of the Racecourse

The Clerk reported that Clive Dean of Shropshire County Council had contacted him 
concerning the funding for the production of a development plan for the Racecourse.  It was 

agreed that the Selattyn members meet with Mr Dean to further matters.

c) Members’ Reports

i) Councillor Bowyer reported that Mrs Mottram had enquired about funding a road-side seat in the 
parish.  It was agreed that the Clerk write and detail the likely cost of the installation of a seat.

ii) Councillor Thorpe reported the amount of glass litter in the village following the practice of 
residents placing recycling boxes out overnight.  It was agreed to report this matter to the Borough 
Council for action.

iii) Councillor Kirk enquired about the re-opening of the Wern Bridge at Hengoed.

iv)  Councillor Bennett spoke of the road diversion following the road accident on the A5.  It was 
agreed to refer this matter to the Police.

v) Councillor Mrs Morgan reported the situation concerning the administration of the Racecourse 
Management Committee.  The Chairman agreed to raise this matter with the Officers of the 
Borough Council.

vi) Councillor Mrs Healey again raised the parking of a 4x4 outside the old Post Office.  It was agreed 
to refer this matter to the Police.

vii) Councillor RT Jones presented to the meeting plans showing where he had carried out bulb 
planting.  These were received and noted.

viii) The Chairman reported that the recent application for a ‘back garden’ development which had 
been refused had now been agreed on appeal.
