Designated Public Place Order for Gobowen Playing Field (DPPO)

Designated Public Place Order enables

local authorities to designate places where
restrictions on public drinking apply. Orders can
only be used in areas that have experienced
alcohol-related disorder or nuisance.

In October 2010 following a campaign from The
Parish Council Shropshire Council completed the
process of allowing Gobowen Playing Field to be
allocated these powers under a Designated Pub-
lic Place Order. These powers are not intended
to disrupt peaceful activities, for example

families having a picnic in a park with a glass of
wine. The power is to be used explicitly for ad-

Gobowen Playing
Field Rules

The Parish Council has recently updated
the rules for users of the playing field,
they are as follows:

Users must abide by the following
regulations:

1 Dogs on leads only, keep dogs
away from play equipment,
clean up after your dog.

1 No powered bikes, horse riding
or golf.

ff  No alcohol.

f  No fires.

New signs will be erected at all the main
entrances to the playing field and on the
end of the pavilion informing users of
these rules. The Parish Council would
like to request that if a child is taking a
dog to the playing field then the owner
must be confident that the child can con-
trol the dog and has the equipment to
enable them to clean up after the dog
should they need to.

The Council is also looking into the cost
of installing an additional litter bin near
the play equipment and a decision will be
made on this at the January budget
meeting.

The
feedback from the families that attended
was very positive and we will continue to
run this service monthly.

Old Oswestry Hillfort

1d Oswestry Hillfort sits on the

very edge of the boundary of the
parish of Selattyn and Gobowen with
Oswestry town. It is one of the finest
and most intriguing iron age hillforts
in Europe. Possible evidence of earlier
bronze age occupation of the site has
been found, but the earthworks as we
know them were begun in about the 6™
century BC, and it remained an impor-
tant iron age site until the Romans in-
vaded in the first century AD, at which
stage the site must have been a very
impressive multi-ramparted structure
dominating the local landscape. Later
it was used on the line of the 7" cen-
tury Wats Dyke, and more recently for
practice during the last two world
wars.

In 1946 the site was taken into the guardianship of
English Heritage (as now known), but by 2000 the
management had broken down and the site was
looking very scrubby and uncared for. In 2006-7
Oswestry Borough Council undertook some reme-
dial work on access (paths, roads and parking) and
raised its profile locally with walks, events and the
hugely popular series of seminars which continue
today. This year English Heritage have published a
new 60l d Oswestry Hill/l
which not only provides an excellent comprehensive
review of all previous research and activities that
have occurred at the site, but also makes some inter-
esting conclusions. It highlights the fact that the
First World War Trenches which were dug on the
top of the Hillfort and used for orientation by battal-
ions of trainees from Park Hall Camp are the only
remaining trenches left in England. They could
become very significant in 2014, which will be the
centenary of the outbreak of the First World war. It
is possible to see the pattern of trenches from aerial
photographs, but on the ground only the vague hum-
mocky appearance of the top field indicates where
trenches have been buried again.

The Plan recommends that more archaeological
investigation needs to be done on this enigmatic
site, and visitor interpretation developed. It recog-
nises how important the site is for local people to

use for recreation and walking and the huge poten-
tial for the site to become a visitor destination.

There is a CD copy of the report housed in Oswestry
Library, and the Parish Council and Local Joint
Committee have copies available for reference by
interested people. It will now be down to all of us
to ensure that this fascinating site continues to re-
ceive recognition and support from English Heritage
and Shropshire Council
developed in the future.

he decline in numbers of local residents applying to Shropshire Council Meals on Wheels ser-

vice has been a source of concern for the Parish Council and volunteers who deliver the meals.
If you are aware of a relative or neighbour who may benefit from this service the process for referring
for the Meals on Wheels service is as follows:

An individual, their representative, or an agency acting on their behalf can contact the local Adult
Social Care office through a single contact point on 0845 678 9000 and an Advisor will explore with
you the reasons for the referral and establish the individuals circumstances. This information will then
be forwarded to the respective Adult Social Care team, depending on where you live, and arrange-
ments will be made to complete a more detailed assessment which will contribute towards identifying
the most appropriate form of meal provision service.

The assessment information and details provided will then be used to confirm that the individual
meets the eligibility criteria with regard to services offered by Shropshire Council. At first Meals will
be arranged on a temporary basis initially whilst a review is scheduled with the applicant to consider
whether there is an ongoing need, and how the individual service is contributing to supporting the
individual in their own home. The Review Officer will also explore other services with you that can
meet the applicants assessed needs and promote increased levels of independence.

Oswestry Community First Responders
swestry Community First Responders are part of West Midlands Ambulance NHS Trust
Community First Responders Scheme (CFRs). We are volunteers who are trained by the
Ambulance Service to a nationally recognised level and provide life saving treatment to

people in Oswestry, Gobowen, Hengoed, Selattyn and all other settlements within approximately a
ten mile radius.

In many illnesses or injuries the first few minutes are critical and simple interventions can be per-
formed in order to save lives or prevent disability.

CFRs contribute their time freely and are contacted by the Emergency Operations centre in Brier-
ley Hill to attend 999 calls where an ambulance may not be immediately available. Such calls
should be within 7 minutes travelling time from the CFRs address whether that be at work or
home. Frequently CFRs attend incidents beyond this limit.

Initial Training is held over 4 weekends which include subjects such Basic life Support, medical
and traumatic emergencies. Our local paramedic officer provides additional training at our monthly
meetings. ;

CFR schemes are designed to be financially self-
supporting. Although the Ambulance Service will provide
all necessary support, training and the loan of medical
equipment, schemes are required to raise their own funds
such as purchase of a scheme car to be used by CFRs to
attend incidents rather than using their own vehicles.

BRYN Y CASTELL COPPICE CONSERVATION GROUP

This group has recently been formed with its aim to enhance the biodiversity of this woodland and
provide an amenity for the local community.

The site is roughly two acres in size, behind the new bungalows at the far end of Fernhill Lane and
bordering the far east end of the Playing Fields. Access is from the field and via a new tarmac track
that leads down to the Severn Trent Sewage Works from Fernhill Lane.

It used to belong to the Parish, but was handed over to the Oswestry Borough Council ten years ago
and has now passed on Shropshire Council. The Parks and Countryside office at Ellesmere has
responsibility for it. Because of limited resources maintenance of late has been minimal.

A Site Meeting was held this October with the Conservation and Community officer, Mr. S Burkey,
four Gobowen residents and the Parish Clerk. It was decided there that a Conservation group be
formed specifically to 'work' in this immediate area; the Ellesmere Office to assist as requested and
within their resources. The coppice would remain the property of the County.

We are keen that as many people as possible from the local community become involved in this
project and join the 'Friends of Bryn y Castell Coppice Conservation Group', and to contact the Sec-
retary - Bridget Laraway Tel.01691.679292, or e-mail: bridgetlaraway@virgin.net to this effect.
