Together we can make a difference

Not all criminal activity is confined to the hours of darkness. Premises in particular outbuilding
s and garden sheds can be unlawfully entered during daylight hours when least expected.

This type of crime in a rural/semi rural location such as ours is often committed by individuals
we call the travelling criminal - someone who is out and about in our area with the sole intention of
being actively engaged in crime, this type of offence is often opportunist, so don't give them the
chance!

Dwellings, garages and outbuildings in the countryside attract the criminal because they are
situated in a quiet peaceful place. There is therefore less chance of the criminal being seen even in
daylight hours.

A property will usually be approached on foot with a driver and vehicle somewhere nearby
and contact kept by a mobile telephone.

Property stolen has quite often been power tools, garden machinery and tools. At some point
a vehicle will be used to remove the stolen goods.

If you see a vehicle that in your view appears to be either parked in a strange location or
being driven in a suspicious manner try to make a note of the registration number and type of vehicle
you have seen. A description of any persons seen will also be of assistance. Make a note of the time
and then contact the Police 0300 333 300 or in the event of an emergency 999.

Do not attempt to challenge the individual on your own.

Make it as difficult as possible for a criminal by keeping property locked away and out

of sight.

Fairly cheap shed/garage alarms can be purchased at DIY outlets.

In reality we live in a low crime area, both within West Mercia and nationally.

For those who reside in a rural location you may wish to join the ever expanding Rural Watch
scheme in operation in our area and other surrounding villages. Telephone the above number, leave
your details and either myself or CSO Dave Wagg will return your call.

“You'd be surprised how often we hear it,” said Andy, “people worry so much about
getting it wrong, or about causing offence or being identified as a troublemaker.
They forget that the most important thing they can think about is the child.”

Andy is one of a team of
advisors who worka for
the NSPCC Helpline, &
free service provided by
the NSPCC to help adults
spaak out if they are ever
worried about a child's
aafety or wellbeing.

Wa caught up with Andy as
he was busily preparing far
promotional work to make
aure everyona knows the
sarvice ia thara.

“If you're ever womied about
a child, you should get

in touch with tha NSPCC
Halpling, freaphone DB0S
600 5000, or amail ua on
help@repcc.org.uk® Andy
continuad. “That's what
wa're here for — and wa're
asking everyone to save

the numbar to thair mobile
phone, so that they have it if
they ever nesd it.”

Ralawad and frisndly, Andy
dosan't exactly conform to
the sterectyps you might
hewve about the face of the
NBPCE. Infact, its actually
thia approachable quality
that the Helpline really wants
to bring to the fore. That's
because you can contact
them about any sspect of
child's safety or wellbaing.

“Wa get somea calla from
paranta who fesl they can't
copa of who just want a bit
of advice about the bast
thing to do for thair child.
Orther people may have saan
asomathing they fesl a bit
uneasy about and just want
to talk it through,”

Andy aaid.

When the more serious
types of call comea through,
an MSPGE Helpline advisor
will take some details.

If, heving spokan to you, they

decids a child is at risk, they
will refer it on to childrem's
sarvicaes of to the police for
them to taks it further.

“Baaically, you can think

of it aa putting your wormy
into the hande of experts,”
Andy explainad. “Lote of
people care about children,
for lote of differant reasons.
But very, vary few have the
knowledge or experience to
underetand whan a child iz
at risk. And just by having
a chat, wa're quickly abla
to underetand whether
thera might ba semething
sarioualy wrong.”™

Andy was quick to point
out that callers can remain
anormymous if they want to,
and that tha Halpline nevar
passes on any details that
might identify a caller to the
farniliss concarned.

“Juat as important, we want
to make sure that no one
warries about whather they
ara doing the wrong thing,”
Andy eaid. “If you ever
have concerna, we're the
people to talk to. tt dossn't
matter if it's a false alarm or
awory that we can easaily
diapsl. The most impaortant
thing ia to lat us know. You
rever know, it could ba the
important missing pieca of
a jigeaw.

There are a reported 8 million dogs in the UK and they pro-
duce thousands of tonnes of faeces very day.

ot only does dog muck make the village
look unsightly and causes a bad smell, people can tread in it and walk it
into their homes and into local shops and public buildings. It is also a
public health risk. If dogs are not treated regularly they can carry a worm called
Toxocara (roundworm) which can be deposited in there faeces. Humans can get
infected by faeces carrying the eggs through soil or sand contamination. The
parasite can last up to two years in soil or sand, even after the faeces have de-
graded. Infection can last between 6 and 24 months. Children between 18
months and 5 years old are most at risk but it has also been reported in adults,
this infection can cause blindness, abdominal pain, coughs headaches and
shortness of breath. It is not dangerous to clean up after your dog. You will not
be infected by the Toxocara eggs as they are not infectious until they embryo
ate. This occurs at least 2 - 3 weeks after they have been deposited by your dog.

The best way to clear up after your dog is to use your plastic bag. Invert the bag
over your hand, so you can pick up your dog's droppings without touching any-
thing directly, fold the bag back to seal it and toss it in a bin or take it home with
you. You are reminded that it is illegal to walk your dog on or off its lead on the
Gobowen playing fields.

While
sailing there, news of the El Alemain victory came
through and so we went to Bagdad, 1700 miles
over land and crossing the river Jordan. This was
part of a plan to guard oil supplies in Iran. We also
camped in a very dusty valley, outside Damascus,
where we were getting ready to invade Cos. How-
ever, Cos fell to German forces so we were stood
down. We sailed from Alexandria, Egypt, for Italy.
We then moved to the front line at Castel de San-
gro; the aim being to divert the Germans from the
western side of ltaly so the 5™ Army could break
through to Rome. Very deep snow cut off some
units and they were supplied by parachute. As the
weather improved we moved to new positions.

O ur first casualty was Jock Davidson, caught in
a strafing and dive-bomb attack by the Ameri-

killed two, wounded four and knocked out two
vehicles. | was running through a cornfield at this
time. Why, | do not know, but it saved my life. A
friend that | went to school with, Sgt. John Maslen,
was wounded while repairing telephone lines and
died shortly afterwards. | wrote to his parents with
the bad news. | had my head down in a cellar at
that time.

"Trees Around
the Village

T rees have been in the village news
recently and some of the legal back-
ground may be useful, either to under-
stand what has or has not happened,
and the legal status of the events.

The Timber Preservation
Order ( TPO ) covering
three mature broadleaf trees
of great age around the Old
Rectory, was recently imposed by the
Council. This is a legal protection , and
would be a part your property Legal Title
and Registered as such. The protection is
total and no work can be undertaken in
normal circumstances, without planning
permission from the Council. Just such an
application was made in February to re-
move overhanging branches and poten-
tially dangerous boughs on the lime tree.
It can be difficult to get felling permis-
sion, and this is can be given to fell dis-
eased trees- fungus or general decay.
Most commonly the TPO is the first line
of defence against unscrupulous develop-
ers. Heavy fines can be imposed as a
penalty, though some feel they are too
light in view of likely planning gain.

Felling Licences are required by any
landowner planning to fell trees beyond a
measured volume. A licence is needed to
remove more than 5 cubic metres

( roughly 0.85 tonne ) in any calendar
quarter. And they may not sell more than
2 cubic metres, in that period.

There are several exemptions , including
small coppice trees. A Felling Licence is
nearly always accompanied by a legal
requirement to replant the felled area. The
Licences are administered by the Forestry
Commission grants and licences depart-
ment( nearest is in Ludlow). Again sub-

stantial fines can be levied for any fail-
ure to comply.

V The recent felling opposite Pant
' ’1/.& - Glas lane on the way to Os-
. westry, probably just scrapes
by as a legal act. Many will be
very sad to see the majestic Scots
Pine become a victim here. Why it was
felled , only the owner knows. The butt
was very sound and any lose branches
could have been cut out by a trained tree
surgeon. The lovely slightly pink hue on
the ribbed bark always shone in the eve-
ning light. A count of the rings shows that
it was about 115 years old. Perhaps
planted by the Estate to mark Queen Vic-
toria’s demise. . Incidently the ancient
broadleaf opposite was unsafe and rot-
ting.
