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Chairmanôs Report 
 

H 
opefully by the time you read this, the daffodils will be proclaiming that spring 
will be arriving and we need to get the dreaded lawnmower out again. We are 
also hopeful that the improvements to the playing field will be proceeding, the 

new children‘s play equipment, access paths and car park fencing, enabling wider com-

munity use. Work has been delayed to save the playing field being damaged by machin-
ery during the poor weather.  
 
Like any organisation the Parish Council has to set a budget every year, the main costs 
incurred by the Council are as follows: 
 
Maintenance of Gobowen Playing Field and Pavilion -grass cutting, equipment mainte-
nance, pavilion upkeep. In recent years vandalism to the pavilion has been a heavy cost 

and in the last two years, we have put metal screens on some windows and bricked up 
another which had been damaged beyond repair. The doors also need replacing as well as 
some of the pipe work which was badly damaged during the winter.  
 
Maintenance of Parish Street Lights– The parish has over 150 streetlights, some are 
very old and need constant maintenance, the cost of replacing a streetlight is currently in 
excess of £1500 and as you will be aware electricity costs have increased considerably 
this year. 

 
Hengoed Cemetery – Grass cutting and associated interment costs 
 
Staff costs – Our largest cost is staff costs. Our clerk Penny O'Hagan administers and 
advises the Council and is our financial officer, Nigel Thomas - Leisure Attendant man-
ages the playing field and sports court, keeping it litter free as well as other important 
duties including the compilation of this newsletter and John Ward who manages Hengoed 
Cemetery.  
 

The Parish Council works hard to provide good, efficient services for the parish, how-
ever, Shropshire Council in their efforts to make savings and maintain a 0% increase in 
their council charges has pushed a number of additional costs onto Parish Councils. In 
the past the Parish Council used to get a maintenance grant from Shropshire Council for 
cutting the playing field, now the Parish Council has to pay this out its own budget, 
along with a number of other administrative costs for services that the Parish used to 
receive from Shropshire Council free of charge.  
 

As a result of these cuts in funding, the Parish Council has had no option this year but to 
increase the precept from £55000 per annum to £63000 per annum. This will equate to an 
increase in Council tax of £6.64 per year on a band D property. All staff salaries have 
been frozen and a number of other cuts have been made, to ensure that the Parish Council 
is able to retain key services and facilities and that they are managed appropriately for 
the benefit of the whole community.  
                          
Best wishes, summer is on its way.

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Racecourse Report 

 

A t the Oswestry Racecourse Management Association‘s  first meeting of 2011, Har-

vey Morgan, the Shropshire Council‘s Countryside Steward for North Shropshire 

gave the committee a breakdown of the recent winter work carried out on the Common. 
 

Working to the agreed Management Plan 2008-2013 Harvey and his team have contin-

ued to thin out the Sycamore trees and scrub in certain areas on the site (helping to 

broaden the biodiversity of the common) and have made several habitat piles out of the 

cut wood to benefit the birds and insects. It was noted that due to a health and safety is-

sue an Ash tree on the cross roads had also been cut down. 

 

Regular walkers on the site will have noticed the transformation of the South Common 

pond as the trees and scrub that had started to encroach into the pond have been cleared 

and a ‗dead hedge‘ habitat pile has been made around the pond. There seems to be more 

water in the pond than there has been but levels will be monitored through the summer.  
 

The committee will next meet on site on 20th April as more work still needs to be done 

but winter work (felling and scrub clearance) has all but finished for this year. The wild-

life aspect of the common is very important and one handy resident has made some bird 

boxes which will soon be placed around the racecourse site and as if we needed confir-

mation that it has been cold this winter, another keen wildlife resident reported spotting a 

snow bunting!

A s you are probably aware, Shropshire 

has some wonderful countryside con-

taining fantastic flora and fauna. 

Shropshire has some great naturalists gathering 

extremely useful species information but, unfor-

tunately, unlike many other counties we know 

very little about the habitats present.  Habitat 

information is crucial to the conservation of all 

our wildlife, whether it is the Silver studded 

blue, Lapwings, Great Crested Newts, Water 

Voles or Otters. Shropshire also has a number of 

remarkable rare plants, such as White Beak-

sedge and Floating Water-plantain. We would 

like to improve our collective knowledge of our 

local habitats and help communities to discover 

and protect their own local biodiversity. The

It is an excellent game 

for a group looking for a sociable new activity that is accessible to every-

one. Shropshire Rural Community Council can help groups who are inter-

ested in playing the game with advice of grants that can be applied for to 
fund the set up costs (primarily purchase of a set of balls) A member of 

staff is also able to visit your group to let you have a go at playing Boccia.

 Your Life in Your Hands 
It‘s called health and safety. I was walking 
along the eastern edge of Mount Wood in mid 
December and came across a large fallen oak, 
victim of the October storm. It was being cut 

up by ( I assume), the field owner/farmer.  He 
had a 20‖ Stihl chainsaw, with which he was 
cutting small logs.  He was dressed in ordinary 
outdoor gear, and welly boots.  He had abso-
lutely no form of protection from the saw what-
ever.  No safety helmet/ear defenders, rein-
forced gloves or trousers, and the ordinary 
wellies.  He was by himself, so that in the event 
of an accident he would have to assume he 

could help himself.  The way he was cutting 
the logs on the ground,  chain towards his 
foot—3‖away-- was an invitation to cut his leg 
off. A long hobble home! He had cut through 
the trunk at head level, and as the limb was 
under tension, it could easily have sprung up 
and flattened him, probably killed him with the 
kind of force locked up in a fresh tree.  Being a 

modern Englishman I passed on by, without 
comment! 

 
The chainsaw is one of the most lethal weapons 
that you can buy over the counter. Its use needs 
training, common sense , and above all respect 
for the permanent damage it can inflict.  36 
people were killed in chainsaw related acci-
dents in 2009.

Events and Progress at 

Mount Wood 
Anyone living in Selattyn must have been 
aware of the recent haulier/lorry activity in the 
village, happily now completed.  You do not 
appreciate just how large a 40 tonne truck is 
until you see it stuck in the middle of the 

school rush hour!  Once the timber at the wood 
was removed the owners raked up all the 
branches and left overs partly to create a new 
planting surface for the next generation of 
trees.  This residue was then chipped for burn-
ing in one of the larger multi fuel boilers on 
Deeside, and as the lorries came from Carlisle , 
to Locherbie as well.  Each carries about 27 

tonnes of material per load. 
  
Happily the contractors speeded up the process 
when faced with road closures on Craignant 
hill . As a finale the low loader carrying the 
chipper could not pass the school for fear of 
slipping into the Severn Trent hole  (that is 
another saga)!  Anyway all sorted in the end, 
for another 20/40 years. 

  
The new owner will replant the whole of the 
cleared land , probably this spring.  Trees used 
will be Sitka spruce again, for timber produc-
tion ,but will also include  a much larger pro-
portion of native broadleaf species.  A total 
number of trees of around 30,000, will be re-
established, and within a few years the scars 

will be healed. 
  
We await to see whether the owner will allow 
access again, but he will need assurance on 
vandalism first.

ransformation of Adult Social Care is a national programme to enhance social 
care and provide support that is geared around the person to enable them to be 

as independent as possible. Shropshire Council is now looking at the way they 
deliver services for older people and this will mean some changes in how their current 
services work. Shropshire‘s 'My Life, My Choice' programme is a way of giving more 
choice and control to people who need support with their care. The Council will be 
looking at how they can provide information and guidance to everyone who needs extra 
support and to offer 'personal budgets' to people who meet the eligibility for social care 
funding. 
 
A Personal Budget is an amount of money which the Council allocates to help people 

who need support due to disability, frailty or vulnerability to get the support they want. 
Shropshire Council will be working in a different way, in order to give you more choice 
and control over how that money is spent. We want to  
involve as many people as possible in shaping these changes.  
 
In Shropshire Adult Social Care can provide:  
 

information and advice  

a full assessment of your care needs 

links with other professionals, including Occupational Therapists and vol-

untary and private agencies 

direct payments - a sum of money paid to you by the Council for you to 

arrange and manage your own care 

 

Accessing Social Care services 
Services may be offered following an assessment of your care needs by a Social 
Worker. You may be referred for an assessment by your GP, nurse or other health pro-
fessional or through a self referral by yourself, a friend or relative. The assessment will 
identify your care needs. If your needs meet the Council‘s eligibility criteria, they will 
be able to offer you services. If you have low level needs that do not meet the criteria 
Shropshire Council will still be able to offer you advice and where appropriate, refer 
you to private or voluntary agencies that will be able to offer you support.

any complaints are received by the Police concerning vehicles 

travelling at speed through towns and villages. All drivers should 

be aware of the speed limits on roads as outlined in the Highway 

Code. The speed limits have been put in place for the safety of all road 

users and in turn this helps to reduce the possibility of a road traffic colli-

sion. When a collision  does occur the severity of the  injuries sustained is 

usually attributed to the speed of the vehicle on impact.   

 

Many drivers believe that excessive speed is linked only to fast roads such 

as dual-carriageways or motorways but a vehicle travelling at 30mph in a 

built up area may be travelling too fast for the circumstances. For exam-

ple; 

 
1. Outside a school where pupils may run out without warning into the 

road. 

2. On a busy shopping street a pedestrian may suddenly step off the 

footpath or push a pram out onto the road and into the path of an 

oncoming vehicle. 
3. Where there is a line of vehicles parked along the side of the road 

a vehicle door may suddenly open. 

4. Loose chippings or a road badly worn may result in loss of control.  

5. A vehicle may suddenly reverse out of a driveway.  

 

To avoid accidents and to show some sympathy to the working parts ,a 

vehicle must be driven at speeds to suit the circumstances at that par-

ticular time. The driver will have to adjust the speed of the vehicle many 

times during a journey, with the differing road, traffic, weather and pe-

destrian conditions, Drive a vehicle corrrectly for the circumstances  that 

exist at that time. 

 

With the aid of modern technology the Police are now equipped with a 

modern laser speed device, long range, very accurate and capable of 

pinpointing an individual vehicle.  

 

Not forgetting the speed camera situated on the road in certain places. 

The fixed penalty endorsable fine for excessive speed is now a hefty £60 

plus three penalty points on your driving licence.
