T 
he Parish Councilôs Community Meals Project which was developed in response to the 
closure of Shropshire Councilôs meals on wheels service officially started on 1st July 2011. 

The Parish Council has agreed to run the project for a 3 month trial with a review taking 
place in October. The Parish Council is very grateful for the support of the members of the  
community who have volunteered to help with the delivery of the meals and the Orthopaedic Hos-
pital catering department who has continued to support the project by supplying the meals. 
 
The Parish Council aims that this service will help members of the community who are most in 
need of it, we are able to arrange the delivery of a hot meal including a sweet on a Tuesday,  
Thursday and Friday for the price of £4 per meal. Currently we can only arrange the delivery of 

meals to residents living in Selattyn, Gobowen and Whittington. Applicants can however make use 
of this service for as long as they need - it could be that someone may only require the service for a 
couple of weeks whilst they are recovering from an operation or when a partner is in hospital. 
 
If you would like to become involved with this project by volunteering to deliver meals (currently 
it requires a commitment of a couple of hours twice a month) or if you know someone who you 
think could benefit from this service please contact Penny OôHagan Parish Clerk.

ver the summer months a number of 

Distraction type burglaries have 
occurred in both Oswestry town and 

the surrounding rural villages.  

 
The victims  have usually been the elderly 
and vulnerable within the community. W hen 

the home is visited there are  at least two 
people and the perpetrators will claim that 
they are calling on off icial business. They 

will make out for example that they are 
working on behalf of the water board 
and need to check the water or drainage 

system at the premises. Another line taken 
is the condition of the slates or tiles on the 
roof that need in their opinion to be re-

placed. 
 
The occupier is asked to follow this individ-

ual down the path and into the garden 
where they will be asked to look back and 
view the condition of the roof or maybe the 

guttering.  
 
Whatever the reason the aim is then to 

distract the occupier away from the prem-
ises engaging in trivial conversation whilst 
allowing another to enter and search for 

money or other items of  valuable. 
 
This will only take a matter of minutes and 

sometimes the second individual is never 
seen by the householder.  
 

Once the search has taken place and any 
valuable items taken both persons leave in 
an abrupt manner. A waiting vehicle will 

often be parked nearby.  
 
It can sometimes be several hours before 

the victim realises that property has been 
stolen from their home.  
 

Once the burglary has been discovered do 
not be tempted to tidy -up  leave the scene 
of the crime as it is with any cupboard 

doors or draws open. Then telephone for 
the Police. 
 

Always remember never to invite callers 
into your home without f irst requesting 
some form of identif ication. Genuine callers 
are happy to oblige.  

You may prefer to keep your door locked to 

all callers and use the spy-hole in your 
door to see who is there. 
 

If  at anytime you feel suspicious by a caller 
then contact the Police.

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Rural Toolkit 
 

" Rural Toolkit - a first for Shropshire. 

Selattyn has pioneered the Rural Tool-

kit in Shropshire when it met at the 
Cross Keys on June 29th. Usually the 

Council has run it for the whole of the 

Parish Council area, but Selattyn and 
Gobowen Parish Council are two  

villages with very different needs. 

Shropshire Council are planning to run 
the Toolkit in smaller villages 

throughout the County owing to  

Selattyn's event going so well. 

 
Over 22 people attending aged from 

10 upwards (I hesitate to give the up-

per ages!) and 10 Council officers 
helped run the event, as well as the 

two County Councillors. 

 
The evening covered every aspect of 

village life, colour coding them  

according to people's understanding of 

living here. There were strong  
positives - active and resilient sense of 

community and care for the environ-

ment - but other areas fared less 
well.  These included slow broadband 

speeds, the need for a play area and 

the need for more housing  

opportunities. 
 

Suggestions included bulk buying of 

oil, the importance of the pub, the 
need for more parking and how  

important the school is.   

 

What happens next? The Parish  
Council will be discussing the report, 

and our comments have been fed into 

Shropshire's infrastructure and facili-

ties plans for this area. (If people want 
to access a fuller report, you will find 

it at "Place Plans" at 

www.shropshire.gov.uk/planning/
nsf  for Oswestry and surrounding 

area.) But many of the issues will be 

taken forward to make sure that it will 
benefit the village in the future. 

 

What was the overall feeling about the 

event? "Good for getting people to-
gether to discuss what's important in 

the village", "lots of local people at 

meeting" and "creating and developing 
community and registering
