PROPOSED COMMUNITY MEALS SERVICE FOR THE PARISH

people in their homes, for households where there are people who are elderly or infirm
and in many cases housebound. The service has been a valuable lifeline for many people,
and has helped them to continue living in their own homes.

! Yor forty years, the Meals-on-Wheels service has provided the delivery of hot meals to

Up till now, this service has been
Royal Voluntary Service. However, the service has been gradually reduced over the last two years,
with no new clients being put on the lists. This month (May) will see the service being finally
closed down in its present form.

Selattyn and Gobowen Parish Council is deeply concerned about this development; Councillors
fear that there may well be people in Gobowen who really need the service and are not receiving it.
So the Parish Council is looking at the possibility of taking over the service itself as a local opera-
tion.

Before the Council can go any further with this project we must identify if a service of this type is
needed by residents and if there are volunteers willing to help run it. Recipients of the meals
would receive a hot meal prepared locally by the Orthopaedic Hospital and delivered to the door by
vetted volunteers at least twice a week (if there are sufficient volunteers this could be extended to 3
or 4 times a week)

The Parish Council is not able to subsidise this service so recipients will have to pay the full cost of
the meal. The service will not however be run as a commercial enterprise and the Parish Council
does not seek to make a profit, only to cover running costs. We cannot state an exact cost at this
moment but it is planned that a 2 course meal ( main and pudding ) will not cost more than £4.
Special diets can be provided e.g. vegetarian, diabetic, soft food etc.

Because this is intended as a service for people who really need it, we would need applicants to
fulfil an eligibility criteria but this will not involve a fussy or intrusive investigation.

ryrz Y Caszell Copppice

]7 he Bryn Y Castell Coppice is an area of native British Woodland sited at the rear of the playing fields
in Gobowen. The Bryn'Y Castell Coppice Conservation group has been working to conserve and
enhance the woodland for recreation, biodiversity, interpretation and education.

During March, Shropshire Council felled unsafe and dead trees and left most of the timber in place as insect

habitat. Following this work, the Bryn Y Castell Coppice Conservation Group, held a tree-planting afternoon

on 19" March. The Group, along with volunteers from the community, planted over 180 young trees in the

area to supplement the established trees. When the planting was completed, we toasted marshmallows round a

bonfire to celebrate. The new trees are all native British species and are a mix of Hazel, Birch, Rowan, Oak,

Hawthorn, Blackthorn, Hornbeam, Bird Cherry and Crab Apple. The Shropshire Community Tree Scheme and

The Woodland Trust supplied the trees.

Future plans for the Bryn Y Castell Coppice include a survey of the area to record the species of plant life and
wildlife in the Woodland and to put up bird and bat boxes.

The Bryn Y Castell Coppice Conservation group would like to thank all the volunteers from the local commu-
nity that helped on the tree planting day.

Recently a training session on how to conduct an environmental survey took place, based at the coppice, led by
Dr. G. Parry of "Your Natural England'. Six participants from Gobowen and five from outside took part.

The County Council is sponsoring this project and as an outcome, it is hoped that over the three years for which
this is funded, a comprehensive record of the county's environmental make-up will be recorded. We hope to
make a survey of the coppice and extend it to the rest of the parish.

Looking ahead to the day of
the Rose Queen event (11th.
June), the Coppice Conserva-
tion group are planning to run
a Children's Nature Treasure
Hunt; officers will also be on
hand to show and explain
what we are attempting, so do
feel welcome to visit - itis a
public space for any to visit.

Unfortunately on the other hand some peo-
ple will leave valuable equipment out in
gardens and unsecured sheds and out-
buildings, providing easy pickings for op-
portunist thieves. Most garden sheds are
not designed as a strong safe method for
safe storage. Quite often they are situated
at the bottom of the garden away from the
house. If someone therefore decides to
force entry into your shed they are less
likely to be seen or heard. Ideally those
very expensive power tools, bicycles and
garden equipment that you own and treas-

ure should not be stored in them. However,

if you have no other alternative here are
some security tips for your garden shed.

Keep your shed in good condition. Being in

the main constructed of wood if not main-
tained with the paint brush the weather will

get in, the wood deteriorate and in time this

will form a weak point for someone to
break in.

Always fit a strong padlock to the door.
The fittings should be bolted through the
door and any screws concealed from view.
Fit metal grilles or mesh to the windows.
Consider the installation of an alarm.
Well-positioned external lighting is also a
good way of keeping intruders at bay.
Once you have improved the physical se-
curity of your shed it is important to make

everything inside it secure. Large items like :

mountain bikes for example could be
chained together. If your shed is broken
into it is much more difficult for a thief to
carry away a lot of large heavy items all at
once. Ladders can be locked to a secure
fixture in the shed or garage so they can-
not be used to reach the top floor windows
of your house. The property could also be

security marked with your postcode.
Around 1500 shed burglaries take place
every year within the West Mercia force
area which highlights the importance of
storing valuable items securely.

A HISTORY OF SILO CENTRAL
Gobowen Youth Steering Group was formed in 1991
after the death of a young man in the village. Alan
Denham was 17 years old when he was killed in a
motor accident. His parents donated nearly £2,000
from his funeral to the formation of Gobowen Y outh
Steering Group and several people joined them to
form a Committee which raised £20,000 from fund
raising and charity donations including the Tudor
Trust.
