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ur British weather can vary considera-

bly over a very short period of time.
Winter often strikes suddenly leaving many
motorists unprepared for the change in the
driving conditions they face.

Before the winter weather arrives check that
your vehicle is properly maintained and ser-
viced. Make sure your tyres are legal having
the required depth of tread and are in good
condition.

Windscreen washers and wipers need to be
working effectively and the strength of the
anti-freeze in the cooling system is adequate
and if necessary top up to the correct level.

Prior to driving ensure all lights are clean and :

working properly and that windows and mir-
rors are clean and free from snow and ice.

If you decide to travel in adverse weather itis :

always worth bearing in mind the following.

Drive with dipped headlights, you need to
see and be seen.

Always maintain a safe stopping distance

behind the vehicle you are following. The two

second gap needs to be increased in wet
and icy conditions.

When driving on ice and snow it is essential
to operate the controls with greater care
avoiding harsh braking.

Slow down, steer gently and be prepared for
the patch of black-ice that you may encoun-
ter around the next bend.

Take extra care driving in fog, drive slowly on
dipped headlights. When visibility is seriously :

reduced use fog lamps.

Remember to switch them off again when
visibility improves. Avoid hanging on to the

tail lights of the vehicle in front it can lead to a :

Watercourses -flooding and maintenance

cludes every river,
stream, ditch, drain, cul-
vert, cut, dyke, sluice and
passage through which
water flows.

Watercourses usually occur naturally;
they serve to drain the land and help
to support flora and fauna. Histori-
cally, watercourses have taken sur-
face water runoff from buildings and
roads as well as fields and parks. Dur-
ing development work, many have
been culverted (piped) or changed in
other ways, and their presence is not
always immediately evident.

If you own land adjoining a water-
course, you have the right to protect
your property from flooding and your
land from erosion.

Certain works may require consent.

for the faintenance of its own
watercourses.

0 Maintenance includes the re-
moval of vegetation and debris,
even if it has been washed down-
stream from elsewhere. Allowing
the build up of vegetation and de-
bris in a stream can prevent the
natural flow of the water by caus-
ing an obstruction; this can result
in bank erosion and increased
flood risk.

0 You should also ensure that gar-
den or other waste is not left on
the banks of the watercourse as
this can be washed downstream.
Grass clippings, for example, are
highly polluting.

0 Any structures on your property
such as culverts, trash screens,
weirs, and mill gates should also
be inspected regularly, and main-

before commencing any works that
may affect a watercourse. That way
you can also receive advice on how
best to protect your property.

If a watercourse runs through your
property you have a legal responsibil-
ity for its maintenance. You are a
6ri pariand owner .

The maintenance of a watercourse is
often believed to be the responsibility
of Shropshire Council. This is not the
case. Misleadingly, title deeds often

indicate a propertyos

at the edge of a watercourse. How-
ever, unless specified in writing within
the title, a landowner is responsible
for maintenance up to the mid point of
an adjacent watercourse even if there
is a fence or hedge line forming a

they allow the free flow of water.

If you believe your property to be at
risk of flooding due to the lack of
maintenance of a watercourse then
you can contact Shropshire Council.

Under the Land Drainage Act 1991
both Shropshire Council and the Envi-
ronment Agency have powers to take
enforcement action against riparian
owners if they fail to maintain the flow
of their watercourse.
