In addition to this The Council is 

currently seeking grant funding to 

install some much needed new play 

equipment on the play area in the 

form of a zip wire and a large cradle 

swing  that can be used by children 

of all ages and abilities. They also 

hope to add some small rockers for 

very young children and also a piece 

of equipment for the older children.  

 

The work on the playing field will 

hopefully start during the winter but 

this will be dependant on the 

weather conditions. 

 

The Parish Council would like to 

thank everyone who contributed 

their ideas and suggestions during 

the consultation process and the Pa-

vilion and Playing Fields Committee 

for their hard work on this project.  

F ollowing the consultation into 

the use of Gobowen Playing 

Field held during November 2009, 

the Parish Council developed an 

action plan of key projects that 

the community would like to see 

implemented on the playing field.  

 

As a result of this the Parish Coun-

cil submitted a grant application to 

enable a number of key projects to 

be developed on the playing field. 

In August the Parish Council heard 

that they have been awarded 

£20,000 from Shropshire Council‘s 

Community Fund to fund a number 

of improvement works.  

 

These works will include:  

 

 Refencing of the playing 

field car park so that it can 

be left open all day to en-

able the community to use it 

for access to the playing 

field and other  facilities 

near by.  

 Creation of a hard surface 

path that will run from the 

car park along the edge of 

the playing field up to the 

gate that links with the ac-

cess path from Fernhill 

Lane. A new short section of 

tarmac path will also be in-

stalled to link the existing 

path with the steps leading 

onto Fernhill Avenue.  

 Refurbishment of the exist-

ing play equipment includ-
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 As the seasons  begin to change and we enter the early part of autumn, daylight hours 
begin to fade and darkness can  present a problem for the road user in particular the eld-
erly and young in our community. 
Being out and about in unlit parts of towns and villages can be a concern for drivers of 
motor vehicles who need to be able see pedestrians and other road users through the 
darkness. The problem is increased by inclement weather which will always reduce visibil-
ity. 
To help to be seen it is a good idea for the pedestrian to wear somthing bright at night in 
particular of a fluorescent or reflective material 
Motorists please be extra vigilant when travelling after dark being particularly careful at 
twilight hours.  
After lighting up time motorist should be driving on dipped beam and not side lights. Re-
duce your speed and be aware of pedestrians and other road users,always be prepared 
to expect the  unexpected. 
If you are a cyclist and ride on the road in the dark it is in your own interest to do all you 
can to be seen.You must display a white light light to the front and red to the rear. Wear-
ing a fluorescent jacket or light light coloured clothing will also help.  
Parents, if your child owns a cycle and rides out in the dark please check the lights to see 
that they are working properly replacing the batteries if necessary.  
Although not a legal requirement wearing a cycle helmet will also help. It has been said by 
some that they do not look cool but in the event of being involved in a road traffic accident 
it may well save your life.  
Teach your children road safety and to keep safe at all times.

hropshire Council will be under-
taking its annual canvass of 
households during September 

and November.  Even if no details have 
changed, it is important that everyone 
replies, to ensure that all eligible elec-
torsô names are included on the next 
Register. 
 
The Council is sending out forms that have 
been printed with the information that they 
currently have for each household.  If there 
are no changes to that information, al-
though you can sign and post the form 
back, the quickest and most efficient way 
of registering is by using the freephone, 
text messaging or internet registration ser-
vices provided by the authority.  Instruc-
tions on how to do this are shown on the 
front of the form.  Householder details that 
require changing, must however be made 
in writing on the form and should be sent 
back without delay. 
 
What some people donôt realise is that 
paying Council Tax and Electoral Registra-
tion are not actually linked.  Your local 
Council Tax Office usually only has details 
of the main account holder, whereas the 
Electoral Registration Officer needs to 
have the names of all people eligible to 
vote. 
 
More and more people are finding out that 
if their name does not appear on the Reg-
ister of Electors, they may have problems 
when they try to obtain credit or a mort-
gage.  Even if no national election is likely, 
there sometimes local by-elections, so 
people should always register as soon as 
they move house to ensure that they are 
able to vote.

The mobile library visits Selattyn fort-

nightly on Friday from 3 to 3.45pm. 

M ount Wood is well known to many in the 

area around Selattyn, not only as a part of 

the skyline, but also as a lovely peaceful place to 

walk, with several interconnecting foot-

paths, long  views over the Severn Plain, and a 

lake. It was a part of a fine circular walk , with 

Offa's Dyke. It is 50 acres, with mostly coni-

fers  planted in 1962, plus areas of hardwoods and 

some younger conifers.  There is also another 10 

acres of adjacent hardwoods in a different owner-

ship.  The owner who lives in Shropshire 

bought Mount  Wood in 1996.  As a part of his 

management regime he took out a grant scheme 

that part funded the paths, subject to " permissive 

access". That means that the owner can close the 

access when he likes. 

  

The commercial tree crop of Sitka spruce with some 
larch , is mature and is now being felled.  Some 

5,000 tonnes of timber of varying cuts are being 

taken to local mills, specifically ETC at Ellesmere, 
and Kronospan in Chirk. The timber will be used for 

fencing, and construction work, mostly for farm 

buildings. Visit ETC's Gledrid sales area to see the 

full range of products likely to come from Mount 

Wood.   
  

The felling process is not a pretty one, and the end 

scene is one of apparent devastation--remember the 
Selattyn Woods of two years ago ? The scars will 

soon heal. Small pockets will be left, along with the 

younger trees and groups of harwoods.  It is likely 
that the land will be replanted this winter, once it is 

cleared and cultivated. This time a wider range of 

species will be used, though still with a commercial 

core. There will be more open space , wider rides, 

and additional  tree variety. 

  
The question of re-establishing public access is a 

difficult one.  The owner has had many problems 

with it, associated with dumping and general vandal-
ism eg throwing the benches he kindly provided into 

the lake!  Hopefully it will be restored and we are 

talking to the owner's agents  about it.

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J une'10. I wonder how many   people have 

noticed of late the  re-introduction of 

the tradition of 'flying the flag' from the tower 

of the parish church of All Saints, Gobowen?  

 It has been the tradition of the church 

over the centuries to fly  The Union Jack 

or  the St. Georges flag from a parish tower; 

and presumably once All Saints church was 

built [1926] this practice was initiated. Over 

the 84 years the wooden flag pole on the side of the tower degraded and became unusable a few 

years ago. Now with financial help from The Local Joint Committee and the church the latter has 

been able to hire a 'cherry picker' to repair the damage and reinstate the tradition.  

 When and why specifically is the flag flown? 

 Like the ringing of the church bells before the days of mass communications these two 

symbols - audio and visual - were able to let the parishioners know of a significant event, whether 

it was of national or Christian importance; so in fact there are two flags flown: 

 The Union Jack for national days like the Queen's Official Birthday; Armed Forces Day; 

and Armistice Day, and on any significant Royal or National occasion. 

The St. George's Flag (with the Lichfield diocesan emblem in one corner) for Christian Festivals, 

i.e. Easter, Christmas etc. and the patron saint's days for Hengoed and Gobowen, plus of course, St. 

George's Day. 

 So when you see the flag flying, be reminded that the day is of some national or Christian 

importance. The bells are often rung Sunday mornings and at weddings on  

request.

T he new trees on the roundabout are growing well in their second sea-
son, and the surrounding grasses and flowers have settled in, being 

encouraged by the selective grass cutting regime on the central 
area.  The daisies  put on a good display in June/July. 
  
On a recent visit seven different species of butterfly were seen--nearly 
15% of UK known species.  Most are familiar sights at this time of year 
and it has been a specially good season for insects.  They include the 
meadow brown,peacock, red admiral, the wall,large whites and green 
veined whites.  The Common blue was also spotted on one occasion, 
and it is not common !  Earlier in the season orange tip butterflies were 
there too. 

  
A good record for an area that has seen many different regimes, and not 
always attracted positive comment.

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S eptember sees the first anniversary of the new Allotments at Gobo-

wen. Initiated by the Parish Council, the land was leased by the Hil-

ton Jones Family Trust, who also contributed generously to the proposal. 

Advertising brought an enthusiastic response, and the 28 plots were rap-

idly filled. Experienced and novice growers rose to the challenge of the 

new site, and after essential works were carried out by the Parish Coun-

cil, began the work of preparing the plots. 

 

Starting so late in the growing season, the initial months were taken up 

with digging, the land having been an organic pasture field, but the site 

soon blossomed with fencing against the rabbit population, and that nec-

essary tool of an allotment—the shed. Although expectations were low in 

this first year, the plot holders have been pleasantly surprised at the har-

vest, although tempered by the occasional failure, and most have de-

scribed this year as an enjoyable learning curve, growing new crops and 

new acquaintances, making this a thoroughly community project. 

 

An Allotments Association has been formed for the day to day running 

of the sites, although overall responsibility remains with the Parish Coun-

cil, and anyone living within Gobowen and wishing to be put onto the 

waiting list for a plot is asked to enquire of the Clerk. 
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W e all know that exercise is good for us, but 
as we get older and enter middle age and 

beyond we seem to find all kinds of reasons as to 

why we need to avoid it. Common excuses such as  
― I‘m too old‖, too tired, too busy, I have had a hip 

replacement, I am restricted to a wheelchair etc  

rarely justify abstaining from taking exercise. The 
fact is that the majority of  age related ailments are 

improved by exercise. In some cases the  level of 

improvement can be quite startling. I have seen 

clients in their eighties progress from walking un-

steadily with very little upper body strength to 

jogging and performing press-ups! 

 
The key to safely improving our fitness levels 

is to undertake an exercise program that takes 
into account your starting condition and any 

specific medical conditions that you may have. 

 
‗Extend‘ exercises to music are specifically 

designed for the over 60‘s and less able people 

of any age. Both seated and standing exercises 
are included which can be tailored to the re-

quirements of each individual participant. 

These exercise routines include low impact 
gentle movements which improve joint mobil-

ity and muscle strength and are gradually 

changed to match your improving fitness lev-
els. 

 

Sadly the less exercise we take the faster our 
general condition deteriorates we start to suffer 

from decreased joint mobility and muscle 

strength and chronic fatigue starts to set in. 
Exercise can reverse this process, the hardest 

part is getting started and doing something 

about it! 
 

The ‗Otago‘ exercise program is designed to 

strengthen muscles and improve balance spe-
cifically with falls prevention in mind. As we 

get older we are more likely to suffer from 

falls, research has shown that around one third of 
all generally healthy people over the age of 65 will 

have at least one fall per year. Research evidence 

suggests that  the Otago program reduces the occur-
rence of falls and resultant injuries in older people 

in the community. 

 
I am working with organisations such as ‗Through 

the doorway to Healthy Living‘ and Shropshire 

Community Council to bring the benefits of these 

exercise programs to your local community. Every-

one is welcome, these classes are a good opportu-

nity to meet other people and have some fun at the 
same time as improving our fitness together. So 

come on take that first step, ring me for more infor-

mation or to book your place and lets get fit to-
gether.
