1. Apologies:

2. Members of the Public/County Councillor: 

a) A member of the public raised concerns about the condition of the footpath in the Closed Church 

Yard

4. Minutes 

 Parish Council approved the minutes of the meetings held on the 2
nd

 December 2010, which were 

signed by the Chairman as a correct record. 

 

5. Matters arising from the Minutes: 

The Clerk reported that Highways Agency had still not provided power supply to the speed activator 

sign at the Grove because a local landowner refused to allow the supply to cross the short distance 

from the transformer to the A49 verge. The Highways Agency have identified a power supply at the 

nearby junction with the A489, unfortunately they have to run the supply to the sign via an old 

footbridge over a river, and are currently working on a method that hangs the supply under the bridge 

without people or pollution dropping into the river.

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7. Street Lighting: 

The Clerk reported that the light by the telephone kiosk opposite Wistanstow Church had repaired 

requiring a new lantern and a sleeve to the concrete column at a cost of £374.24 plus VAT. 

 

8. Planning Items: 

Planning application 10/00218/Ful –Erection of a two storey extensions and sunroom/orangery – Yew 

Tree Cottage 2 Horderly Dingle Horderly Craven Arms – Although the Parish Council could see no 

objection they were unable to make an observation due to the poorly submitted plans. The Clerk was 

asked to write to Shropshire Council about the quality of the plans. 

 

9. Highway Items:  
a) The Clerk was asked to report the following items: 

i) Concern about the Bushmore Junction off the A49 where there had been a further accident, a further 

request be made to the highway agency for the extension of double lines to cover this junction. 

ii) A request is made for the sweeping of the roadway running between Lower Dinchope and 

Strefford. 

iii) Damage to the Peer on the Strefford side of the ford footbridge. 

iv) Dangerous condition of the “Green Lane” which runs from Cheney Longville – Wistanstow 

v) The Clerk to report to Rail Track the dangerous access to the railway through a gap in the hedge by 

Roman Road Junction with the A489.
