This is the most recent communication from Mr. Clark –Diocesan Secretary.                                     

Dear Mr. Jones

My apologies for taking so long to respond to your enquiry on the matter of land at Ford.

Our research into this has taken some time as it has been necessary to contact a retired solicitor who has some knowledge of Diocesan land transactions.                                                                             

 The outcome of our investigations is that, as stated in section 4 of the Declaration of Trust dated 30 December 1970, by reason of the Vicar and Churchwardens having, prior to that date, unfettered use of the property for a period in excess of 25 years without rent being paid or claimed and with no tenancy agreement in place ownership of the land passed to the Vicar and Churchwardens of the Parish of Ford.                                                                                                                  Moving on to your suggestion that the Diocese would make some proposal that would enable ownership to pass to the Parish Council this is a little more complicated in that the land is an asset the disposal of which is subject to Section 36 of the Charities Act 1993 under which terms disposal at less than market value requires the prior approval of the Charity Commission. Furthermore the Diocese, as such, is not the prime decision maker in any transfer of ownership.  In this instance the Vicar and Churchwardens will be the Managing Trustees and the Diocesan Board of Finance will be the Custodial Trustee of the asset and the approval of both will be required to effect and change in ownership.                                                              I will now instigate discussion with the Custodial Trustees to ascertain their wishes and intentions and will let you know the outcome.
