FORD PARISH COUNCIL REPORT.

Mrs Wells first referred to the recent resignation of Mrs E D Barber and of her exceptional service to the community having been a member of The Parish Council for 25years and served as Chairman for four of those years.

This has been the first year of a new council and the first year of working with a unitary council (Shropshire Council)
Also my first year of being chairman 
After the election in June 2009 we ended up with one vacancy which was filled by the cooption of Mrs Linda Taylor.

Linda has been an active member–represented the council on a proposal to set up emergency planning system in the Rea valley and also attended the Shropshire Council emergency planning brief at The Shirehall

At this time Shropshire Council set up 28 Local joint committees’ county wide and Ford became a member of The Longden Minsterley Ford and Rea valley Committee with Mr Clyne sitting as our representative.

During the year the council considered 17 planning applications were considered.

5 were refused –one of which has now been approved at The Old Post Lodge.

And one referring to the siting of a caravan at shoothill, The Council did object to this. Eventually the siting was approved after the applicant had carried out various works

Ford youth group is supported by The Parish Council and continues to flourish. Thanks are due to Mr Jones. Mr Clyne and other helpers 

A grant of £8800 has been received for recreational purposes as a result of a section 106 agreement relating to the building of ten houses on land adjacent to the leasowes.

And is to be used for funding a youth shelter.

Parking considerations outside Ford School continue to be a concern of the council but it is hoped that recent negotiations with Shropshire council will soon have a positive effect.

Work on the A458 outside the service station is now complete and incorporates a central refuge so that crossing the road will become safer /easier-  as well as a safer entrance into the service station A matter long fought for by the PC.

Two new street lamps have been erected in the leasowes at particularly dark spots.

The bridge carrying the footpath out of Manor Crest was pronounced safe by Shropshire Council but it is something that will need to be watched carefully

Vandalism at the village hall has been a problem during the year but the council has been able to help the village hall committee financially to remedy some damage

Dog fouling has led to complaints. The dog warden has increased patrols and warned that she does have the power to issue on the spot fines to offenders

The council is considering the purchase of another “Dog bin” in addition to two already sited.

The ownership of the land upon which the hall stands has been confirmed as being in the ownership of Ford Parish Council and held in trust for Ford Village Hall Committee.

The processing of registration at the land registry is now complete and will protect the land for future generations
Registration of The 125 year lease (From October 2008) on Ford recreation ground is now complete and will ensure its recreational use in the future.

Finally and probably most importantly is the Local Development Framework now being assembled by Shropshire Council. The Parish Council will be giving full consideration to the plan which considers development up to 2026.

In the recent consultation document a number of sites in Ford are suggested for development. THEY ARE ONLY OPTIONS AND NO DECISIONS HAVE BEEN MADE

 Shropshire Council will host a benefit /community testing event in Ford Parish Hall at 6pm on July 29th. This event is primarily designed to bring out local reaction to the plan and to heed the needs and aspirations of the local community.  It is your opportunity to influence the plan.  Residents are invited to apply for the opportunity to attend
