MATTERS ARISING

4.1
Ford Young Persons Group.

Mr S Jones gave a short report indicating that the group was functioning satisfactorily.   A new management group has been set up comprising of members of The Parish Council, members of the general Public but mostly comprising of the young people themselves.
4.2
Flower Containers on The Village Hall Car Park                 The Village Hall Committee has agreed to the containers staying and to the involvement of Ford Young persons Group in the management of them.

The Group will plant the tubs soon under the supervision of Mrs Mullinder.

 Following on from this The Chairman produced a letter from The Village Hall Committee detailing expenditure at The Hall as a result of recent vandalism.

In total £526.20

The Parish Council during debate agreed that the costs should lie with the community at large and not be a drain on the funds of the hard working Parish Hall Committee

The Committee also asked that The Parish Council pay a share of the cost of repairs to boundary fencing which has also been vandalised. The request was made on the basis that The Parish Council bore some responsibility as part owners.

Not being aware of this The Council will seek, from The Committee, evidence of shared ownership and responsibilities.

The Committee will also be asked to seek information on any responsibilities born by adjacent landowners...

A458 Pedestrian Crossing.

Mr Kawcyznshi has receive conformation from The Highways Agency that plans to construct a safe right turn into Ford Service Station were being designed right now and it is planned to carry out the work during this financial year. The design will incorporate a central refuge for the benefit of pedestrians.

One young man was arrested and formally cautioned.

It is difficult for The Police to do anything without evidence,

Hopefully the message has carried some weight as no incidents have been reported during the past two Months.
