Prior to a meeting of Ford Parish Council on September 21st. members listened to a presentation by EON Central networks.
The presentation concerned new lanterns that are now available and which offer considerable savings in energy consumed.

The Council will further evaluate the cost of replacement of present lanterns set against the savings that will be made over the longer term, before making a decision.

Mr. Clyne reported on the function of the youth shelter.

The shelter is being used and there have been reports of bad behavior amongst some of the young people.

However it is not widespread and was anticipated to some extent.

It is believed the situation will improve as time passes.
Unfortunately there has been a breakdown with the lighting system but that is now being attended to.

The Council agreed to fund the employment of a trained youth worker on a trial period from November until the December recess (7 weeks)

Discussion arising from The Rural Tool Kit event on July 29th.has led to a call for a second Parish Plan... The first was carried out seven years ago and the aims of that plan have largely been completed.
It is hoped to use the impetus coming from the July 29th event to aid in the formation of another plan.

Steve Jones will Chair a steering committee and has already received committed support from Parish Councillors and members of the public,

The Parish Council is increasingly concerned with the delay affecting the installation of new parking restrictions outside Ford School.

It appears that Shropshire Council is ready to go ahead but is being held back by The Highways Agency.

The Council will protest to what it sees as unjustifiable delay,
Ford Play field equipment has been inspected. By ROSPA >whilst some minor faults (Low risk) were detected no major concerns were voiced.

Playbuilder Funding by Shropshire Council, to which Ford Parish Council had expressed an interest, has been withdrawn 

Shropshire Council is making trees available for collection in the New Year. The trees are free to all but they are limited.
