Agreed upon a proposal by Mr S Jones, seconded by Mr W Forrest and carried-- To emphasise the interest in The Rural Toolkit, with a view to having a local committee with members of the public included to seek out the aspirations and ideas of local people and to arrange a Community benefit/testing event with Shropshire Council. And to forward a copy of the rural housing survey carried out in 2007 and a copy of The Parish Plan to Shropshire Council.

4.11
Registration of Land

The Clerk has obtained on a temporary basis, documents held in safe keeping by LloydsTsb. This was done with the authorisation of Madam Chairman and Councillor Clyne whose signatures were required.

Having now secured more evidence of ownership The Clerk believes  he is now in a position to register the land on which The Parish Hall now stands  as being in the ownership of Ford Parish Council,

The registration will be subject to restriction recognising a trust deed of 1968 between Ford Parish Council and Ford Village Hall Committee whereby the land is held in trust for The Committee
At the same time The Clerk will register the 125 year lease held on Ford Recreation ground by Ford Parish Council.
Mr R Pugh proposed, Mrs Barber seconded and it was carried unanimously -: That the Clerk proceeds with the registration and that the fee £50.00 x2 is paid.

Further The Clerk reported that he was now of the opinion that the title of the land where the old village hall once stood is held by The Church and that it is held in trust for Ford Village Hall Committee.

Discussions are being held with The Diocese

A piece of the land which The Parish Council will register and amounting to 16sq yards was the subject of a lease held by the Midlands Electricity Board from 1955 until 1976.
The following is an extract from Council minutes 08-09-1976

FORD VICARAGE SUB STATION.
The Chairman reported that the 21 year lease expired on 30th September 1976 and that the electricity board invited the council to enter into a new lease at a revised rental of £7 per annum
After lengthy discussion wherein it was pointed out that the land on which the sub station stood belonged to The Parish Hall Committee and consequently that committee should enter into the new lease. It was pointed out that The Parish Council may have been a party to the old lease on the authority of the committee of the old parish hall
The clerk was instructed to contact Mr. T G Davies, the village hall committee secretary in order to examine the minutes of the old parish hall committee.
If these recorded that The Parish Council had acted on behalf of the old parish hall committee then the matter should be handed over to the present committee to deal with the new lease 
It was further suggested that the wayleave rent recorded as being received by The Parish Council should be handed over to the present committee as owners of the land.
 

And also to the minutes of January 10th.1979 which reads thus
WAYLEAVE RENT Agreed that wayleave and site rent (£1-05 and £7.00) received from the Midlands Electricity board should be returned pointing out that these amounts were due to the parish hall committee.
It appears that the lease is still operative and that the village hall committee receives rent as a result of.
Agreed to make further enquiries before deciding on any action
