     At the Annual Parish Council meeting on June 15th. 2009 Mrs Michele Wells was elected to be Chair Person for the coming year.

Mr Richard Pugh will be Vice Chairman.

Mr W Clyne will represent Ford Parish Council on the Local Joint Committee (Longden/Minsterley).
A vacancy exists on The Council which will be advertised for fourteen days. Ten or more members of the electorate can demand an election but otherwise
the vacancy will be filled by the co-option of a suitable person.

     Having studied a conveyance of 1946 tThe clerk reported that it appeared likely that The Parish Council was responsible for the upkeep of the boundary fencing at the parish hall.   Discussions will be held with The Parish hall committee as some of the fencing is in need of repair.

     The Council agreed to move forward with the scheme to provide two more street lamps. EON Central networks will be asked to give its views on the proposed sites.

     Note was taken of The Shropshire Council Highways maintenance plan 2009-2010.  Roads schedules for resurfacing include Back Lane and Church Lane, Fords Heath to Cardeston, Cruckton Cross Roads to Shoothill and Five ways Junction to Fords Heath cross roads.

     The council will request a site visit at Shoothill where a planning application to site a caravan has been made.

     Other matters included  a request from Hanwood Parish Council to join them in an emergency planning scheme, the pruning of a willow tree at the bottom of Jackson’s Bank, and the maintenance of a piece of ground between 3 & 4 Quail Ridge.

     The erection of two further street lamps at the request of The Neighbourhood Watch Committee is the subject of negotiations with occupants of dwellings near to the proposed sites.  Quotations from EON highways Lighting were considered satisfactory.

     Mrs Linda Taylor will represent The Council at a meeting of those concerned with the setting up of an emergency planning team within The Rea Valley
     A draft document produce by Shropshire Council relating to Vehicle Activated signs was discussed but deferred to a future meeting when more information becomes available.

     At its next meeting The Council will discuss requests for assistance from a number of charities.

     The Parish Council has written a letter of objection to a planning application to site a caravan at Shoothill, but after hearing a report of Officers to the Regulatory committee The Council agreed that The Clerk should seek to speak at the hearing in order to emphasise the Council’s view. 

     Although absent Mr Clyne submitted a written report concerning the first meeting of Longden, Ford & Rea Valley Local Joint Committee. The main discussion concerned parking at schools which is a problem nearly everywhere.  A grant of £1000 to Minsterley youth club to allow them a summer programme was approved.
     Future items for the agenda will be street lighting costs, highways, and the local development framework.

The next meeting of this local joint committee will be on September 9th. at Habberly and a meeting will be held in Ford on November18th.

PRESS RELEASE SEPTEMBER 15TH.2009      Mrs Wells presided over a meeting of Ford Parish Council on Tuesday September 15th 2009 at 7pm 
in Ford Village Hall.

     Ford Young persons group has met again after a summer recess .  There is a dire need for adult help.  Can you spare a couple of hours or even less per week to assist with the youth club?

     Subject to some clarification The Council accepted a quotation of £489.80 plus vat to replace /repair some boundary fencing at for Parish Hall.
     There have been objections by a resident to the siting of a new street lamp.  It will therefore be necessary to negotiate another site as near as possible.  It is hoped this can be done quickly so that the lamps are in place for the winter.

     A quotation of £2500 to repair the footbridge over the Cardeston Brook at Manor Crest has prompted The Council to continue with its efforts to have Shropshire Council carry out the work,  even though they apparently have no real obligation to do so.    Shropshire Councillor Roger Evans has agreed to delve into the matter and more contact has been made with The Countryside Access Team. 

     The Council considered at length a scheme put forward by Shropshire Council to restrict parking outside Trinity School Ford.  Some extensions to the proposals were considered essential but it was considered a step in the right direction. The safety of children here is paramount and anything that will reduce the dangers posed by vehicles both in the morning and in the afternoon is to be applauded.

However it is only a step and The Council looks forward in the longer term to a dedicated off -highway provision. 
     Shropshire Local Development Framework Consultations on Policy Direction was considered. Guidance and advice was given by Councillor Roger Evans 

     The Council will object to the proposed Parish electoral costs,  considering them excessive particularly for contested elections.  Also the removal of a year’s grace before payment of these costs is a retrograde step.

     The Council is tackling a number of problems concerning rights of way,  Faulty street lamps and vegetation growth on the A458.  These matters have all been reported to the relevant authority.

     Mr Clyne gave a report on the recent meeting of Longden/ Minsterley Local Joint Committee 
(Sept 9th.09)   The next meeting of this LJC will be in Ford Village Hall in December.
The committee does have funds available for discretionary grants to local communities .

Longden, Ford and Rea Valley Local Joint Committee

     The next meeting of the Longden, Ford and Rea Valley Local Joint Committee (LJC) will be taking place at Ford Village Hall  at 7pm on December 10th. 
     The Longden, Ford and Rea Valley Local Joint Committee is one of 28 LJCs  set up by Shropshire Council across the county to help members of the public get involved in the decision making of the new Council. Meetings take place four times a year and the Committee is made up of parish councillors from the local area , along with the area’s Shropshire Councillors. The Committee has £26,000 to spend each year on local projects.   
      Members of Shropshire Council's public transport team will be attending the meeting at Ford to talk about the Shropshire Link and local bus services as well as answering questions from members of the public. 
      Shropshire Councillor,  Tudor Bebb, chairman of the Longden, Ford and Rea Valley Local Joint Committee (LJC), said: “These meetings are a really good chance for people to ask any questions they may have about what’s going on in their local area. I hope residents come along, not only to talk about public transport issues, but anything else that might be on their mind as well.”

As most residents will know, Ford remains a very peaceful and desirable place to live and work with very low levels of crime and disorder. We did have a very few incidents of tampering with vehicles and thefts from vehicles during the summer – all now known to have been attributable to one or two individuals, but otherwise there has been very little crime to report in the Ford area during the summer. 

     During the first week in August two equipment containers on the new Severnside homes building site on the Leasowes were broken into,  although nothing was stolen,  and a piece of plant machinery with a value of £2000 was stolen from the building site at Brooklyn off the main road through Ford later the same week in August. 

     Youth related anti-social behaviour has decreased greatly since the spring with only one very minor incident reported since the end of June, and I’m very pleased to report that there have been no dwelling house burglaries in the Ford area so far this year and no violent crime at all. So please be assured that you live in a very safe area.  

     Across the wider Shropshire area, however, we have had a few ‘distraction burglary’ deception offences and some telephone banking ‘scams’ reported this year. Perhaps it’s timely to offer advice to residents about how best to guard against this type of offence: 

     Many people will have heard of distraction burglaries – whereby offenders, usually working in pairs, will call at an elderly or vulnerable person’s house either purporting to be from a trusted organisation such as ‘the water board’ or trying to sell a service such as hedge cutting or gutter clearing. While the first offender engages the elderly person in lengthy conversation on the doorstep – or sometimes manages to talk their way into the house, a second offender is often gaining entry to the address through an insecure back door. It is often only hours later that an elderly person will discover cash or valuables missing. Or an offender, having badgered a victim into an agreement for work to be carried out, will insist upon grossly inflated payment in advance for services which never then materialise.  

     The advice is quite simple; never enter into any agreement with anyone ‘cold calling’ at your address. Try to ensure back doors are kept locked and never, never let strangers into your house under any circumstances until you are 100% certain that they are who they say they are. It’s a good idea to have a door chain fitted to your front door - if you need help or advice with this I’ll be happy to assist. A genuine person from a genuine organisation will fully understand and respect your concerns and be happy to leave a card giving information by which their identity may be verified. If in doubt don’t hesitate to call 999.  You certainly won’t be criticised or thought ‘silly’. We will simply ensure a prompt police response to check anyone acting suspiciously in your area – and probably thank you for your report.

     The second type of offences of recent concern are telephone deception offences or ‘scams’. We’ve recently received reports whereby an offender – once again purporting to be from a bank or other reputable organisation such as BT – will telephone a victim, often having obtained their name from a phone book or computerised index record, and request banking details to purportedly pay a bill or final demand owed. Never, under any circumstances, disclose bank account, debit card or PIN number details to any person making such a request by telephone unless you’re the one who has called them! Your bank already has all of your account details and PIN numbers etc – so any such request made by a phone caller to you should be treated as fraudulent. 

     This type of fraud has recently been reported whereby by an offender purporting to be from BT will offer to prove themselves genuine by temporarily disconnecting the victim’s phone. The offender achieves this by simply pressing the ‘mute’ button on his or her phone and then leaving their phone handset off the hook for a short time before then calling the victim back. The victim’s phone meanwhile appears inoperative with no dialling tone – because the line is in fact still open. Once again, if in the slightest doubt, simply hang up and make contact yourself with the organisation purportedly represented by the suspect caller, or telephone either myself or Shrewsbury police on the below number for further advice.
Never, never give anyone your bank account details over the phone unless you’ve instigated the call – and then only to trusted and verifiable person or organisation.

The police can only act if they are informed of any problems, no matter how trivial.

     The local police officer reported to the last committee meeting that the village of Ford has been one of the quietest in their area.  There have been some problems with vandalism, but nothing too serious.  The blame for most of these problems arises from one source, which the police are dealing with.
     At the last meeting it was agreed that the ‘alert messages’ received from the police via Ringmaster, will be sifted and any that are considered relevant will be attached to the various notice boards in the village.  Please look for these ‘alerts’ as you make your way around the village.       The proposed additional street lighting in the Leasowes is still going through planning.
