5) Street Lighting & Neighbourhood watch.

6) Road Warning signs/Litter bins
Recently installed have been subjected to vandalism.

Two have been uprooted (One on two occasions).

One has now been replaced by bridge at the bottom of Butt lane and it is assumed that Shropshire Council will reinstate the other one near to the cattle grid in Back lane.

 The police have issued warnings to youths not resident in Ford.

The concrete litter bin near to the bridge in Butt Lane has also been broken. Shropshire Council has been asked to provide a new one 

7) Bridge over Cardeston Brook (Butt lane)

 was damaged by a heavy vehicle recently and has suffered as a result of inclement weather.
Shropshire Council has said it will be repaired.

8) Road Repairs in Back Lane.

Some work has been done but Mr S Jones said it was extremely poor and temporary. The surface is very bad…

The recent bad weather has caused a considerable work load but efforts to gain improvements will continue.

6)  The LJC does not replace the remit or functions of any individual parish council but enables partnership working.
