Press release March 16th. 2010

Mrs Wells presided over a meeting of the Parish council at 7pm on March 16th. 2010.
    Prior to the meeting members were addressed by the local police officer Constable Colin Barrett and also by
Shropshire Councillor Roger Evans.

     During an adjournment the meeting Mr Clyne gave a presentation on Youth Shelters including a detailed police report on the effects of such shelters .   

Also members of the public spoke of their concerns about the erection of a shelter and particularly the siting of a shelter on the recreation ground.

Upon the reconvention of the parish council meeting It was agreed to press ahead with plans for the shelter and also to engage public participation particularly with regard to the siting thereof.
     Shropshire Council Local Development was discussed at length and the council was advised by Shropshire Councillor Roger Evans.  The Council will not comment on the soundness of the final plan but will consider fully the Site allocation document due to be published in early April.

     The Clerk reported on his quest to have the land on which the present Village Hall stands registered as being in the ownership of Ford Parish Council. It is considered that sufficient evidence now exists to apply for registration and an application is imminent.   Perusal of documents and evidence indicates that the land where the old village hall once stood is owned by The Church. Further searches are going on to confirm or deny this indication.

     The 125 year lease of Ford recreation ground is also to be the subject of registration at the land registry

     Model Standing orders for parish councils will be provided at the next meeting and The Council will consider the adoption of standing orders at the meeting in July 2010

     Mr Clyne reported on a recent meeting of 
The Local Joint Committee.  The meeting concentrated on provisions for young people and about a dozen youngsters put their views to the committee.  Mr Clyne was impressed by their presentation.

      Mr Clyne also spoke of various grants that had been made and pointed out the new ceiling in the village hall which had been partly funded by The LJC.

     Because of the difficulty in finding a suitable site, a decision on the erection of a bus shelter in Ford was deferred for future discussion.

     A note from Shropshire Council says that Butt lane is programmed for resurfacing in the coming year and that potholes would be dealt with immediately was welcomed.

The annual Parish Council meeting was held in Ford Village Hall on Tuesday May 18th. 2010.

Mr W Clyne will represent The Council on the Longden, Ford, Rea valley Local Joint committee.

     The Parish Council accounts and annual return were approved and will be forwarded to The Parish Councils auditors.

     The consultation document “Site allocations and development management (SAMDev)”  produced by Shropshire Council was debated at length. A response was formulated which in essence will say that Ford should be designated as “Open Countryside “ where only development allowable in “Open Countryside” will take place (Infilling and conversions)

     A benefit /testing event organised by Shropshire Council will further test the needs and aspirations of the local community. The event will be held on July 29th.2010

     Mr Clyne reported that after consultation with local residents as to the siting of, a youth shelter will be erected on the recreation ground. during the summer. He was also able to report that the youth club operates successfully

     Registration of land owned by The Parish Council is now complete.  The freehold title of Ford Parish Hall and the leasehold title (125 years) of Ford Recreation ground are registered  Parish Council. with The Land Registry as being in the ownership of Ford.  The Council agreed to seek a copy of the lease of a small area of land which is held by EON central networks. The land is used for the siting of an Electricity substation/transformer.

     The council was pleased to see that the right turn into Ford Service station has now been completed and that a central pedestrian refuge is incorporated. The work has been done in good time and restrictions have been minimal.
     The Council will seek further comparative figures before deciding on the replacement of lanterns with the latest energy saving type.

     An effort to have a sign indicating” Ford Parish Hall” from the A458 has been refused by The Highways agency.

     Shropshire Council will be asked to look at the footway bridge in Manor Crest. It does appear to be deteriorating.

     It was with extreme regret that The Council accepted the resignation from The Council of  Mrs Di Barber
Mrs Barber has been a member for twenty five years and was Chairman for four of those years.

As a result there is a vacancy on Ford Parish Council which unless ten or more members of the electorate demand an election will be filled by the co-option of a suitable person.

     Mrs Wells spoke of the work done by The Parish Council over the year.-: The first year of working with Shropshire (Unitary) Council and her first year as chairman

      Shropshire Council has set up 28 Local Joint Committees (L J C)  and Ford has Mr Clyne representing  it on The Longden, Ford & Rea Valley L J C>

     Parking outside Ford School is still a problem but definite proposals have been made by Shropshire Council which it proposes to put out for consultation in the next few weeks.

     Ford Youth Club continues to function quite well and thanks are due to Bill Clyne, Steve Jones and their helpers.

      The new right turn into Ford Service Station is now complete and includes a central reservation for the benefit of pedestrians.   The Parish Council gains much satisfaction from this, having fought for it over many years.

      Registration of land (Ford parish Hall) owned by The Council and a 125 year lease of the recreation ground has been completed during the year

     Shropshire Councils development framework (L D F) and the possibility of development in Ford has led to The Parish Council saying no. Ford is of an optimum size, a pleasant place in which to live and further development is to be resisted.  The feeling of the electorate will be sought at a community benefit testing event on July 29th.

     The meeting also heard reports from Mr Pye at Ford School, The Police, Ford Village Hall (Mr Britton) Neighbourhood Watch (Mr Teague) and Shropshire Councillor Roger Evans                            
      Mr Evans’s comprehensive report included reference to Shropshire Councils LDF and how the area may be affected by development over the period from now until 2026 when it is proposed to build 25000 dwellings throughout The County.
Mrs Wells thanked her fellow members for their support.

In a tribute to Mrs Dianne Barber who has recently resigned after 25 years as a councillor, Mrs Wells invited people to put their names forward to fill the vacancy thus created.

Shortly all residents will be receiving a new ‘yellow card’ for displaying by their door.  This will again advertise that ‘cold calling’ is not welcome and that proof of identity, from all callers, will be requested. 
On the reverse will be the contact telephone number for the police in the event of any residents wishing to report suspicious activity. 
This number is 0300 333 3000,

please keep it handy in case it is needed.

The police can also be contacted on 01743 264720, this number relates to the Rural North Area of Shrewsbury.  Messages can be left anonymously if the call maker has any concerns about recrimination.

     The Police have provided a small number of 24 hour plug in timers which can be used in conjunction with a table/standard light for security purposes when properties are not occupied.  These are available on a first come basis, contact Bill Clyne on 01743 851126 if you should want one.

     Following a site meeting of interested parties on the Ford Playing Field the location and siting of the 
youth shelter was agreed.  The Parish Council, it is understood, has placed the order with a contractor to undertake the build.

St Michael’s Church News


This year when we held our Annual General Meeting on March 23rd, there were not any nominations to fill the two Churchwarden posts for St Michael’s Church.  The Bishop was informed, and an extraordinary Annual General Meeting was held on April 27th with Bishop Alistair in attendance.  He explained that St Michael’s Ford could no longer function as an independent parish unless Churchwardens were elected, and he discussed the various options available to us.  These options ranged from amalgamating with a neighbouring Parish, and being administered by that Parish such that St Michael’s Church Ford would lose its independent status and then become a ‘Chapel of Ease’.  The ‘worst case scenario’ was that St Michael’s Church would no longer be a place of worship at all… none of the thirty or so people present at that meeting wanted that option!  

St Michaels Church has been the place of worship in our community for 700 years and has good regular congregations at our all Sunday and special services.  However many of those who make up our regular congregations and are on St Michael’s PCC are drawn from a much wider distance than Ford’s small geographical Parish area, and was obviously one of major reasons why some felt unable to commit themselves to the post of Churchwardens for the year 2010 -11, because of not being very close to hand.  Also unfortunately four of the PCC had been in hospital around the time of those meetings…., and there was another wonderful reason why two PCC members could not offer themselves as our Churchwardens, (but continue as supportive deputies) is because they are about to take up a new role as Lay Ministers in our Group of Parishes – Sue Gaulton and Steve Jones are shortly to be licensed at Readers when they complete their three years of part time theological training at the end of June.  



Thankfully, for you all as the community of Ford - Mrs. Joan Benford and Mrs. Muriel Edwards have volunteered to be nominated as your Churchwardens for the year ahead.  It is a timely reminder to the whole community to think about the place of the Church and the presence of a Priest in your community who is also serving the people living in Alberbury, Cardeston, Wattlesborough, Great Wollaston and Middletown!  Long gone are those ‘halcyon’ days of ‘One Church and One Vicar’ in rural communities - and in some ways one could say Hallelujah to that, as our Christian calling is about not just the Vicar trying to do the seemingly impossible. but each and every one of us seeking to live the Christian life - loving God, and our neighbours – respecting God and God’s creation and everyone else with whom we meet and share this earth. 


As well as considering our contribution to the way of Christian living in this community, we also need to consider the financial contribution we make to the presence of our Church being here too.  Did you know that St Michael’s PCC Ford has to raise almost £20.000 annually to make your Church and Priest available for you as a community?  St Michael’s PCC at Ford has to contribute about £10.500 every year to the Diocese of Hereford in Parish Share?  Then every other cost also has to be paid for on top of that too - another £9.000 annually for every other expense which covers such essentials as our buildings insurance, fire appliance maintenance, heating oil supplies, organ servicing and care of our vast churchyard.  This is so your local Church is there and maintained and available to you for when you need it - so you and your families can come and share your times of joys and sorrows, for our school to come and share their times of celebrations and be available as a place of learning.  Please think about how you can play your part.

     This year in addition to all our regular services and Easter celebrations we have also celebrated 3 families’ baptisms and have a further 5 to look forward to during the lifespan of this newsletter.  We also have 3 weddings planned during the summer months (and another in December) and look forward to seeing St Michael’s being decorated for those occasions.


Following the first of our weddings in early June we are celebrating ourselves too by having a special service of ‘Songs of Praise for Summer’ with The Halfway House Male Voice Choir on Sunday June 6th at 6.30pm in Church – Do come to sing your heart out and to see St Michael’s in all its glory.


On the next weekend on Sunday June 13th members of the Ford Group of Parishes Local Ministry Development Group (LMDG) have organised an afternoon of activities entitled ‘Picnic with the Lions’ for primary school age children at Wattlesborough Village Hall from 2pm – 4pm.  All the local primary schools’ children have already been given details of the event.  If for some reason you have not then please contact me for further details.  Children have to be pre-booked in for this event. 

 
On Tuesday June 29th at 7pm we will be welcoming Bishop Anthony Priddis (Bishop of Hereford) to a special service at St Michael’s Church for the Licensing of our two Readers – Sue Gaulton and Steve Jones into their new ministry.  After four years as a solo Priest for these Parishes, I look forward to welcoming them to lead some services, preach, and contribute to the wider pastoral care of our communities.  When their college based studies have been completed then they will continue their learning experiences within these parishes to gain further skills.


On Wednesday July 7th I look forward to Trinity School’s visit for their Leavers Service – always a lovely occasion on which the Year 6 pupils look back on their memories of the years in Trinity, and forward to new experiences at senior school. 



 I had hoped to give you further news of the work that will be needed to repair the west end of St Michael’s Church, but to date I can only say that we are still in the early stages of seeking Architect’s advice as to exactly what is required to repair the west end stonework and its bell frame.


We are delighted to have engaged our Churchyard contractor ‘Charlie’ again this year following our own gratitude for his services, and all the favourable comments we have also received.  As in the last two years (and on the advice of the ‘God’s Acre’ project) he has been instructed not to cut some areas of the churchyard until the middle of summer has passed, so that the valuable mix of old meadow flowers and grasses can seed.  Churchyard’s as unploughed and pesticide free areas are some of the richest and most diverse meadow lands in the country and unique habitats for wildlife.  We hope we have now struck a good balance of keeping the area outside the Church itself and the paths to it clear, whilst also maintaining short grass in the area where graves are actually tended.  Our grateful thanks go to our volunteer ‘Alan’ too for continuing to mow the area around our War Memorial.

PRESS INFORMATION  issued by Shropshire Council 
Residents of Ford parish encouraged to have their say on planning policy 
Shropshire Council is issuing a call to residents of the parish of Ford, about the chance to take part in a one-off event on the evening of 29 th July 2010, to share their local knowledge about the area with the Council, Parish Council, and with each other. 
       The event will use an interactive approach specially tailored for rural areas, called a rural toolkit – and Shropshire Council needs people to get involved to help make it work. The toolkit is based on a set of questions about what makes a community sustainable. The same questions are asked wherever it is used, so the answers can be used as a guideline for planning priorities in that area. 
       The Ford event will be the latest in a series of such “community testing” events being held in rural parishes across the county, where the community tests what the Council thinks it knows about an area, based wherever possible on the parish plan for the area. People will also be asked to give their views on what community benefits might be important to the area and could help their community develop and thrive in the future. 
        The “community testing” event for Ford parish requires pre registration, and people will then be sent material ahead of the event. The event itself will include parish council representatives as well as the local Shropshire Council councillor for the area, Councillor Roger Evans. Up to 30 local people are being sought, with the Council looking for a range of people from the communities in the parish and ideally therefore a balance of representation across the area. 
        The end results on the day will be an improved evidence base about the local area, using the local parish plan and the knowledge of the people of the area, and a snapshot of the community arrived at using a colour wheel. As the parish plan is now coming up to seven years old, it is hoped that this event will provide a good opportunity to find out something about current views and help to make sure that the Council has the best quality information possible about the whole parish. 
       The event will be held at the Village Hall in Ford, with refreshments from 545pm ready for a 6pm start, and a break for a buffet supper or High Tea at around 730pm. This is being organised to say thank you to local people for giving up their evening. The event will finish by 9p.m. 
       Shropshire Councillor Gwilym Butler, Cabinet member for community working, said: “The approach is about working with local communities to identify and act on their needs, and continuing to work with them into what we all hope will be a healthy and happy future. The challenge is to test us, so we really need a range of people from the local area to reality-check the things we think we know about, and put us right.
