The Occupant of No 42 The Leasowes has expressed some reservations about the one proposed outside No 43 but it is likely that being aware of the exact siting he will agree,

Two expressions of support have been received regarding this siting.

The Chairman will seek discussions with objectors after having had discussions with EON.
