The following document was read to the meeting

PROCEDURE

It is well known that The Parish council does not have any authority to approve or to refuse this or any other application.

But what it does have is the right to submit recommendations and observations to the planning authority which may well influence that authority’s decision

Consequently the Parish Council needs to be aware of all factors concerned with the application and will proceed under a standing order adopted by The Council in September 2007.

The Standing order gives a member the right to give evidence to The Council even though He or She has declared a personal or prejudicial interest in the matter being discussed, with the provision that members of the public are afforded the same right.

Discussion under this order is a constitutional part of The Parish Council meeting and will be subject to the minutes and also subject to the discretion of the chair.

Persons giving evidence should attempt to be concise and relevant and to speak for a maximum of five minutes

Members are fully bound by the adopted code of conduct at all time

We do have a member who has declared an interest. She will be invited to give evidence and ask & maybe be answer questions relating to the application.

When the evidence by members of the public is complete the member with a declared interest will be asked to leave the room and The Parish Council will make its decision without interruption from the public

Generally a decision is to support or object to the application in a written letter to the planning authority

Members of the public gave evidence to The Council. Three people including the applicant gave evidence in support of the application. The remainder (an overwhelming majority) spoke as objectors. Including Mrs Barber who had declared an interest.

At the conclusion of public evidence Mrs Barber retired whilst The Council considered the application.

  The varied objections and comments of support were considered .The objections were considered valid but there were words of concern for the welfare of Miss Hora (The Applicant)  
Proposed by Mr Clyne seconded by Mrs Blackmore and carried unanimously -: That The Parish Council being aware of the refusal of a similar application and the refusal of an appeal, continues its objection largely on the grounds that there is no substantive change and that the objectors have put forward sound reasons for refusal.

Mrs Barber returned to the meeting and The Chairman then spoke in conclusion at 8.55pm.
