Shropshire Council LDF Site Allocations and development management (SAM (Dev)). Issues and Options

Debate ensued. A response to the consultation reflecting the views of Ford Parish council was agreed after a proposal from Mr Clyne, seconded  byres Blackmore and carried unanimously -: That Ford should say no to being a hub or cluster. and seek designation as Open Countryside where only suitable infilling, conversions, Agricultural workers cottages and exception sites for affordable houses will be allowed.

 Further development in Ford is not desirable

Due consideration to Ford Conservation area must be recognised.

The registered Village Green and Ford recreation ground Protected.

The propose Employment site (Land once the old poultry farm) should be retained.

Shropshire Council will arrange a Rural Tool Kit presentation in Ford Village Hall on July 29th. 2010. Where the views of the electorate will become apparent.

Ford Young Persons Group and the erection of a youth shelter


A meeting with local residents has resolved the issue of the situation of the shelter.
Mr Britton has consulted with Shropshire Council and received confirmation that planning permission is not required.

Mr Clyne has negotiated with Ray Parry playgrounds limited who has provided a specification for a shelter to Mr Clyne’s satisfaction in the sum of £8800, plus vat

Mr Clyne has also perused prices, quality and suitability from other suppliers and is confident that the offer from Ray parry Playgrounds is good value

Ray Parry playgrounds have done considerable work on the recreation ground which has proved satisfactory and with the concept of “best Value “in mind 

An Official Order has been placed.

It was agreed that a letter of thanks be forwarded to Mr Britton for his negotiations with Shropshire Council regarding planning issues and that Mr Britton be reimbursed for expenses incurred

 Registration of land (Parish Hall and Recreation ground)

Registration of the 125year lease held by Ford Parish Council in respect of the Land known as Ford Recreation ground, The Leasowes SY5 9LU is now complete

WE HOLD AN OFFICIAL COPY OF REGISTER OF TITLE WHICH HOLDS THE TITLE NUMBER SL205415 AND IS DATED 15-04-2010

The land is described as The leasehold land shown edged in red on the plan of the above title filed at the registry and being The Leasowes recreation ground, The Leasowes, Ford Nr Shrewsbury (SY5 9LU)

There are restrictions on the title which in the main follow the terms of the lease given by Shrewsbury & Atcham Borough Council and now held by Shropshire Council. 

Registration of land known as Ford Village Hall is now complete.  WE HOLD AN OFFICIAL COPY OF THE REGISTER OF TITLE WHICH HOLDS THE TITLE NUMBER SL205410 AND IS DATED 23-04-2010

The land is described as -: The freehold land shown edged with red on the plan of the above title, filed at the registry and being Ford Village Hall Shrewsbury.

There are restrictions on the title which recognise the interests of Ford Village Hall Committee

ie   A trust deed dated 06-09-1968 whereby the land is held in trust for Ford Village Hall Committee.

Also the conveyance of the land from Atcham Rural District Council to Ford Parish Council dated 14-09-1946 contains restrictive covenants.

It is important to note that the title does not include the land which at this time forms the entrance to The Village Hall from Butt Lane.

I believe this land is owned by The Church of England, held in trust for Ford Village Hall Committee.  Work in progress is an attempt to confirm this. 
Neither does it include the footpath that borders the Southern boundary. This is registered as being in the ownership of Severnside Housing

Fees payable to secure registration of Ford Village Hall were reduced to £40. The Council is in receipt of The land registry cheque in the sum of £10.

The Council should also consider the following

The lease relating to the land within which the electricity Sub Station transformer stands.

This land is included in the above title but the lease in favour of EON Central networks, is held by The Village Hall committee

Although the lease is held by Ford Village Hall Committee, it cannot find the original document (1976)

EON has agreed to supply a copy upon payment of £35.25

The Village Hall Committee suggests that the Parish council pays this amount to have a copy of the lease.

I suggest that The Council does need to see this lease and to be aware of the terms contained therein, before deciding on the status quo or to seek alterations to the terms of the lease

Proposed by Mrs Morgan seconded by Mrs L Taylor and carried unanimously -: That the appropriate steps be taken to secure a copy of the lease

Finally-This registration exercise has discovered and generated a number of official and important documents which should be copied and the said copies kept by The Council.
The originals to be placed at LloydsTSB for safe custody.  I estimate a charge from the bank of £30. Annually
They are as follows 

1)  A conveyance dated 26-09-1945 between Edward Robert Lingen Burton (The Vendor) and others (The Trustees) AND The rural District Council of Atcham (The Purchasers)

2) A conveyance dated 14-09-1946 between The Rural District Council of Atcham (The Vendors) and Ford Parish Council (The purchasers)

3) A trust Deed dated 06-09-1968 between Ford Parish Council and Ford Village Hall Committee

4) A declaration of Trust dated 30-12-1970 by The Vicar and Churchwardens of The Parish of Ford (The declarants) being supplemental to the trust deed at 3 above.
5) Completion of registration documents- Official copy of register of title of the freehold land being Ford Village Hall

5) A lease dated 09-11-1955 between The Parish Council of Ford and The Midlands Electricity Board. (This lease expired on October 1st 1976 ) nevertheless it does contain the terms and description of the land,  the lease of which is now held by Ford Village Hall committee , and should be kept until we have a copy of the present lease
6) A Lease dated 07-01-2009 granted by Shrewsbury & Atcham Borough Council in Favour of Ford Parish Council relating to The Play area at Ford (Landlords title number SL 172604.)

7) A deed of surrender of lease dated 07-01-2009 between Shrewsbury And Atcham Borough Council and Ford Parish Council relating to The Play Area at Ford as above and dated
 08-10-1979 

This deed relates to the previous lease still in force when the new lease became operative

8) Completion of Registration documents –Official copy of registration of Title of the lease of land described –The Leasowes recreation ground, The Leasowes, Ford
.SY5 9LU-Title Number SL205415
9) Completion of registration documents- Official copy of register of title of the freehold land being Ford Village Hall. Registered Proprietor Ford Parish Council

Title Number 205410

10)  Confirmation of The Green at The Leasowes, Ford being registered as a “Village Green
