Following complaints from the public that a caravan has been abandoned on The Village Hall Car Park. (Parish Council land) advice was sought from The Police and Shropshire Council.                                                                                                                            
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Dear Mr. Jones 

Many thanks for your email. 

As Chris Edwards has mentioned to you in his email we are unable to post a 7 day notice on private land, but I can provide you with some advice to enable you to action this. 
Any untaxed vehicle or non motorised vehicle must be parked there with the landowners consent when left on private land.  If no permission has been given you are within your rights to have this vehicle removed from your land. 
We currently place an A4 sticker on vehicles/caravans that states we are giving the owner 7 Days Notice that this vehicle will be removed if still in the same location after the 7 day notice expires.  It also provides contact information so that someone is able to make contact with you if they require.  We take photos of the vehicle and photos of the notice attached to the vehicle. 
You may find that someone expresses interest in the caravan; a lot of people are looking for caravans to renovate and re-use them.  This could be your best bet as caravans are very expensive to scrap as there is not much material to them that can be recycled. 
Our Car Breakers (Salop Car Breakers 01743 272768) often take cars free of charge when the scrap price is good but have to charge for caravans because they are constructed from non-recyclable materials. 
We could carry out this service for you following the legal procedures we have in place under the Refuse Disposal (Amenity) Act 1978 that Shropshire Council adheres to, but because of the costs involved in scrapping a caravan it would cost £150 for removal and £250 for disposal. 
You may find that once you have placed a 7 Day Notice on the caravan that someone will come forward and move it or contact you.  It may not even go as far as having to scrap this caravan. 
Please don't hesitate to contact me if you would like to discuss this further.

Dear all 
I just wanted to let you know that Shropshire Council still has some money available in its Playbuilder budget for 2010, to see if Ford may like to put forward an application. 
Playbuilder is a national programme that helps fund more adventurous play in the 8 -13 year old age group. Between 2008 -2011 Shropshire has had around £1million to spend on this project. While most of this money has now been allocated around £150,000 remains and the 
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Council is keen to support projects, especially in rural areas where less equipment is currently available. A number of sites have had equipment, but not many in the Ford area. I believe that there are also around 150 0-15 year olds in the Ford parish which would help justify the need for the equipment in your parish. 

The average grant is around £50,000 and would be provided by playbuilder, but if the equipment was installed at Ford, the parish council would need to agree to take on its maintenance. More details about the scheme are available on the link below.

I know you are currently installing a youth shelter in Ford, but as this playbuilder money is unlikely to be available in future years, it might be something you would consider applying for now. The only drawback is that initial expression of interest needs to be in by 31st July. If the project was accepted by Shropshire Council we'd then look to do some more detailed consultation with 8-13 year olds in the area to see what equipment they would like. A copy of the expression of interest form is attached. 
I note that you have an emergency parish council meeting next week, so this could be something to discuss then? We've also let Roger Evans know about this funding so he may also raise the issue with you. If you are interested in applying please let me know. I'd be happy to support you through the application process.
