     The Council has received a cheque in the sum of £8800 . The result of a section 106 agreement relating to the erection of ten affordable dwellings on land off The Leasowes 

     The footpath between The Leasowes and the recreation ground is overgrown and efforts to have it opened up have not been successful to date.  However it has been established that Severnside Housing owns No 56  and that it will accept responsibility for the boundary hedge.

      Dog fouling in Ford has resulted in extra patrols by Dog Wardens who are empowered to issue on the spot fines to those who do not clean up mess made by their dogs.
      It was noted that the road from the A458 to Alberbury (The County Border ) is listed to have a speed limit enforced. However it is a long way down the priority list and not likely to take place for some time

He reported on criminal events that had occurred in The Parish since his last report and referred particularly to a serious incident of vandalism which took place in the vicinity of Ford Village Hall recently.

Colin intimated that arrests on suspicion were imminent.

     Councillor Roger Evans gave an update on Shropshire Council .
     The Activated signs policy and Speed limit policy were due to be formalised this week

     More advanced consultation papers relating to The Local Development Framework (LDF) which is of paramount importance would soon be offered.

     The new Chief executive, Kim Ryley has launched at the AGM of Shropshire Association of Local Councils a New Charter for more effective Local Government in Shropshire. A draft charter for consultation is now available .
     Ford Young Persons Group is going on quite nicely and four new adult helpers are giving valuable assistance.

     The Council has recently benefitted in the sum of £8800 as a result of a 106 agreement relating to the building of new houses just off The Leasowes. Consultations are at present taking place with a view to using this money for the provision of a youth shelter.

     The Council approved Shropshire Councils most recent proposal to restrict parking outside Ford School, particularly when children are going to, and leaving the School. 

     Hanwood Parish Council has instigated the formation of an Emergency Planning Group. Mrs Linda Taylor will represent Ford within the group.

     The formation of a safe right hand turn into the garage, shop, and restaurant on the A458 is imminent   The scheme also provides for a pedestrian central refuge thus making crossing the road more favourable.

     Although strong evidence exists as to the ownership of the land upon which the village hall stands the council has not been able to source the original conveyance which was drafted in 1946.   The land where the previous village hall stood and which has been used as an entrance to the present hall for a long time may or may not be included in the conveyance. Investigations will continue with the aim of registering the land to be in the ownership of Ford Parish Council. The Council will immediately seek registration of a 125 year lease effective from November 2008 so as to avoid any doubt of the existence of the lease and to prevent development in future years.

     Mr Clyne reported on the most recent meeting of the Longden, Ford, Minsterley and Rea valley LJC.  The meeting was held in Ford Village hall on December 10th.2009

A grant of £1000 was approved for Ford Village Hall to replace the ceiling in the Urwick room.   And £2500 will be provided to assist with the provision of toilets at Ford Bowling Club.

     Ford Parish Council agreed upon a precept for 2010/2011 of £14,000

which will result in an average (Band D) annual council tax for parish purposes of £47.88

The next meeting of Ford Parish Council will be on March 16th.2010

      Many of you will be aware of another recent spate of youth related anti-social behaviour and criminal damage centred around The Leasowes and Ford residents deeply shocked and upset. It was the culmination of six reported youth disorder related incidents in the village – of
varying seriousness - during the first two weeks of January. Many of you will have read the front page newspaper piece relating to the damage to the village hall in the Shrewsbury Chronicle on Thursday 28th January. Strenuous enquiries are continuing by police to trace those responsible for this damage. 

     This letter is a twofold appeal to residents for your assistance in helping myself and CSO Keith Hadfield to clear up this now ongoing anti-social behaviour issue and to prevent it from happening again. If you feel you may have any information which may help in identifying those responsible for the damage to the hall, or if you’ve suffered any form of intimidation, verbal abuse or criminal damage to your property that you haven’t reported to the police, then please make contact with me now on my phone number (anonymously if you wish) or my email address below. It may be that - as with many residents I’ve recently spoken with – that you’re reluctant to report something for fear of recrimination by those responsible. If this is so, then please be assured that your confidentiality will be absolutely respected. Your name, address or any other personal details will not be disclosed to anyone. Alternatively, you may wish to provide confidential information via the anonymous Crimestoppers line on
0800 555 111.

     Secondly, I would wish to appeal directly to parents. Please ask yourself the question; do you really know what your teenage son or daughter may be getting up to when they’re out with their friends in the evening? I’m anxious to help parents to ensure that their children are properly supervised where necessary. There is really no legitimate reason for groups of young people to be hanging around behind Ford village hall or on the Trinity school grounds at night. For the benefit all residents, and in particular for the safety of the children and young people themselves, please ensure that you’re properly aware of exactly where you child is and of what they are doing in the evenings.

     At present there are some elderly or vulnerable residents around the Leasowes area in particular who are too frightened to go out after dark. This situation is intolerable and we’re doing everything we can to change it back to the way it should be. Please spend a little time thinking about this issue and help us in making all residents of Ford: adult, young or elderly, to feel safe again.

FORD NEIGHBOURHOOD WATCH
I would again remind residents that there has been a change in the telephone number to report information to the police, the new telephone number is 0300 333 3000.  Please keep this safe by your telephone.  This number replaces 08457 444888, which has now been discontinued,  which is shown on the yellow ‘Notice to Callers’ sign that had been distributed to all properties in Ford some time ago.  The police can only act if they are informed of any problems, no matter how trivial.  If preferred, residents can request that no follow up visit by the police is made to their house, to maintain confidentiality:  or you can leave an anonymous voicemail message for the Rural North Local Policing Team on 01743 264720
     At the meeting held on 26 January 2010 a police report was presented by Keith Hatfield our local CSO officer.  Up until late November problems around the village had been minimal.  Since then there have been two instances of serious vandalism at the Village Hall, in the form of obscene graffiti, one on the 28 December and the second one on 14 January.  These acts of vandalism result in costs to the Village Hall committee to rectify and secondly are also very upsetting to the persons named in the graffiti.  Other acts of vandalism include throwing snowballs at the windows of houses, which are generally occupied by single elderly residents, upturning benches and plant containers at the school, and minor, but upsetting damage to cars.  If any residents have any information please contact the police, who are taking these instances very seriously  and will be following up on information already received to apprehend the culprits.  The Neighbourhood Watch Committee is concerned that these problems may escalate unless nipped in the bud at an early stage.  The majority of this vandalism is thought to be committed by young people; the Neighbourhood Watch Committee would remind parents to be aware of what their children may be up to in the village during the hours of darkness.

     Ford Parish Council is considering installing a ‘Youth Shelter’, probably located on the playing field close to the play equipment.  This has been requested by a number of young persons from the village.  The consensus is that it will provide a meeting place and reduce the gatherings at the Village Hall and the School.  The shelter would be as vandal proof as possible and have some sort of solar lighting to enable it to be used in the dark evenings.  If residents have any views or comments to make about this proposal please inform your parish councillor or forward to Bill Clyne or Gerald Teague.     

     At the last meeting it was agreed that the ‘alert messages’  received from the police via Ringmaster, will be sifted and any that are considered relevant will be attached to the various notice boards in the village.  Please look for these ‘alerts’ as you make your way around the village.  If any of the residents would like a copy via e-mail of these Ford ‘alerts’ or all ‘alerts’ sent by Ringmaster please telephone Gerald Teague on 01743 850982 and provide 
your e-mail address.

     The committee would welcome any residents to join it at future meetings, of which there are about three per annum.  Please contact Gerald Teague on 01743 850982 if you are interested and have a desire to keep the village as trouble free as possible. 

      The additional street lighting has now been introduced close to the two Bus Stops in the Leasowes.
