Visit by Lois Dale- Principal Rural Policy Officer - Shropshire Council – The way forward for the Toolkit for Rural Parishes

Lois was welcomed and thanked for attending the meeting. She explained that events had already taken place in nearby villages such as Kinnerley and Ruyton XI Towns where communities share their knowledge with Shropshire Council. The knowledge is collected by creating a colour wheel sectioned into different areas of community life for example Transport links, IT, Communication, Work, Housing. Shropshire Council hold census information but not the information that is unique to each community. These events are advertised by Shropshire Council and held in Parishes which enable the residents to attend and give their views on issues that are important to them. The information that is analysed can be very useful to the Police, Parish Councils and other agencies. The event will create a snapshot on the day with wall charts to highlight what the electors want for their community. Shropshire can take this information away and try to help with any issues causing concern.

The Chairman suggested that members went away to think about the value that could be gained from an event such as this and a date could be scheduled for the New Year.

POLICE REPORT

 CSO Kurt Mabe and CSO Laura Viner attended the meeting. The reported crimes since the last meeting were read out and members remarked that there were very few. CSO Mabe reported that a well known burglar had been caught once again and therefore shed/house burglaries had decreased. Cllr P Broomby asked whether any night patrols were undertaken in Treflach and CSO Mabe responded that there were. Cllr J Barlow asked whether the parking on the pavements near Hope House, Morda could be looked at as it was causing problems.
8.0     HIGHWAYS REPORT

The Highways Report was circulated and updated. Councillors reported where action had been taken and works completed. Reminders of any unfinished work would be sent to highways by the clerk. Cllr P Broomby asked for a pile of grit could be dropped as near to the junction of Pit Lane with the Treflach Road as possible. It was acknowledged that it was a difficult junction to drop at but if it could be as close as possible due to the danger if ice on the junction. Cllr R Milton asked if a request could be made for double yellow lines on the Trefonen Road junction in Morda near to the Miners Arms. Cars parking near the junction are causing a real danger to motorists with cars being unable to turn into Trefonen Road and a queue backing up onto the main road. Cllr P May asked the clerk to follow up on the 30mph speed limit through Nantmawr.

 PLANNING DECISIONS since the last meeting on 29th October 2010. A list of decisions were circulated to all members. A query on why 10/03421 was refused was made. 10.0         MATTERS ARISING
10.1
Schools Review- This item was requested by Cllr D Jones but unfortunately Cllr Jones had an accident earlier in the day and was unable to attend. This item was deferred to the January meeting.

Trefarclawdd Cemetery and future plans for burials – 3 quotes for the groundswork had been received and after consideration the quote for £4300 was considered the best value for money. The clerk was asked to contact the contractor and subject to satisfactory references and a site meeting to go ahead with the work. The cemetery committee had also met up with the Land Agent for the cemetery land to try to negotiate an alternate piece of land for future burials. The land already set aside is very dipped and sloping and would be difficult to level out. There is room in the present area for several years but the Councils needs to look forward so that they will not be in the position of some other areas that have run out of burial space. A suggestion was made that maybe a piece of land elsewhere in the Parish could be sought and members agreed that this does need some careful consideration and allowance made in the budget so that reserves can be made for the time when land has to be bought.The clerk was asked to find out some statistics as to where electors in the Paeish were buried and it was suggested that maybe the local undertakers could help with these statistics.

 Morda Village – raising the Profile
Cllr P May reported that the Shropshire Star had contacted him regarding Morda Village Hall and the adjoining Social Club. It appears that several committee members of the Social Club had resigned recently and there were issues with the running of the club. Cllr R Milton replied that he had been meeting up with members of the village Hall committee and discussions had taken place regarding the future of the Social Club.

Quarry/Railway/Waterways Report



Cllr P May reported that he had attended a railway meeting and had been told that the Parish Council attendance at meetings was not helpful. Most of the railway lines are within the Parish and councillors felt that we should have a representative on the committee. The clerk was asked to write to the Railway and communicate our disappointment that they feel we are not helpful at the meetings. 

There was nothing to report on waterways and concern was voiced by Cllr May that there had been no quarry meeting for sometime. Cllr May will visit and call a meeting.
