CIRCULAR WALK – PONTESBURY HILL & POLESGATE COPPICE
3 miles – 1 ½ - 2hours

From School Green walk past the phone box into Pontesbury Hill Road. Follow the road for ½ mile approx to  x-road just over the brow of a hill. Turn left along a stoney track for 100 yards to a bridleway through a gate on your right. Follow the bridleway for 50 yards approx to a grassy area behind Nills Farm Cottages, bear right along a path to a small gate on your left under the trees. Turn right along the edge of the field to a stile into Polesgate Coppice.
 Turn right along a path through the trees to eventually join a wider path that comes up from the car park. Turn left for a few yards and then take the right fork. Follow the path as it climbs gently through the trees along the edge of an old quarry. In 200 yards you will see a large kissing gate ahead, pass though into a field. Follow the fence on your left to a gate ahead.  (Lovely views over Minsterley to the Long Mountain) Follow the track for 150 yards to a road.

Turn right past Bank Farm for 350 yards approx to the Polesgate Nature Reserve car park on your right. Cross the car park and bear left under the trees. Follow the hedge on your left through 3 gates, passing an overgrown pond, to join a stoney track. (Great view over Pontesbury to the Shropshire plain and the north of the county) Turn right along the track past Polesgate Farm to rejoin Pontesbury Hill Road. 
Turn left and return to School Green.
