CIRCULAR WALK – TAKING IN CRUCKTON & HANWOOD
Approx. 3 miles – the walk crosses the Rea Brook twice and has lovely 

views of the Shropshire Hills

Starting from Cruckton Village Hall at Cruck Meole walk along the road towards Cruckton for 100 yards and turn left at the junction. Continue ahead, crossing the Rea Brook and past Cruckton Old Hall, on to a stoney lane. In 60 yards turn right over a stile and bear slightly left across 3 fields to a brook. Turn left along the bank for 50 yards to a bridge, cross and bear slightly left across the field to a stile into Cruckton Hall School grounds. Climb the steps to a shale path; turn left around the playing field and up the car park area to join the road at the school entrance.
Turn left along the road for 50 yards to a stile on your right. Bear left across the field to a stile at the junction of Thieves Lane and the B4386. Turn right along Thieves Lane, a bridleway along a grassy lane. Continue ahead for ¾ mile, passing from the lane to a field edge path to a junction in the bridleway (just inside a large field). Turn right along the bridleway towards a hedge corner. Continue ahead with the hedge on your right through 2 gates and drop down to the A488 at Hanwood Bank railway bridge. 

CROSS THE ROAD WITH GREAT CARE and turn right down Hanwood bank to the church. Turn left along a path by the church and cross the Rea Brook vie a footbridge. Turn right along the river bank across a field to a stile at the end of a road. Walk up the road to the junction with the A488 by the shop.

CROSS THE ROAD WITH GREAT CARE and follow the path opposite along the Rea Brook bank and under the railway. Continue ahead, keeping the football field and the school on your left, to a stile into a field. Continue ahead across 2 fields (muddy in places due to cattle movements) to a stile on to the Cruckton – Cruck Meole road. Turn left along the road to the Village Hall in 200 yards.
