LINEAR WALK – CRUCK MEOLE TO PONTESBURY (along part of the Kingfisher Way) 
Approx. 3 ½ miles – 2 – 2 ½ miles

Why not use the bus to get to Cruck Meole?
From the bus stop walk along the road towards Cruckton for 100 yards and take the 1st turn left. Cross the Rea Brook and continue ahead, past Cruckton Old Hall and a farm on your right, into a stoney lane. (This may be a bit muddy in places but you can skirt round most of it) Pass under the railway bridge and cross the stile on your left. Walk up the edge of the field (hedge on your left) to a stile. Continue ahead across the next field to a stile by a gate and on to a grassy track. (Great panoramic views of the Shropshire Hills ahead of you) Pass through 2 gates/stiles to Lea Hall and join the road.
TAKE GREAT CARE – HGVs USE THIS ROAD

Turn left for 75 yards to a stile on your right and cross the field, bearing slightly left, to a stile. Bear right along the bank of the Rea Brook, passing through a gate. (There may be sheep and lambs in these fields – so please keep your dog on a short lead)  Cross the next stile (not the stile over the footbridge) and follow the Rea brook for a few more yards before turning up the edge of the field, via another stile, to join the Lea to Hinton road.

Turn left into Hinton and take the 1st turn left past Hinton Hall. Turn left along the road towards Pontesbury, passing New Mills, to emerge at the top of Hall Bank and the village centre.
