LINEAR WALK FROM PULVERBATCH
VIA HUGLITH HILL & HABBERLEY

This walk uses the excellent weekend Shuttle Bus service to make a route of 5 miles from Pulverbatch back to Pontesbury.  There is more downhill than up and the views are magnificent!

Shuttle buses leave the Red Lion stop at 16 minutes past the hour from 10.16 a.m each Saturday and Sunday. (Only between 1st April – 31st October)
Catch the bus to the White Horse pub in Pulverbatch. With the pub on your right walk up the lane and continue ahead past the Habberley turn. The lane passes the site of an old castle and soon becomes a track. After about ½ a mile, as the track gets steeper, look for a gate on your right marked with a blue bridleway sign. Cross the field on an old grassy track to a stile by a gate. This is Huglith Hill (Views out across the Shropshire plain to the Wrekin).
Immediately turn right to a wicket gate about 50 yards away. Pass through the gate and turn left down the steep field, keeping close to the hedge, to a wicket gate. Continue ahead down the slope, with the Lawn Hill to your right, to a gate. Bear right across the field to a stile and then ahead to a footbridge over the Habberley Brook (Century Bridge erected by the P3 group in April 2007)
Bear right over the bridge to a wicket gate and follow the left hand hedge along the field (Earls Hill is straight ahead of you). Cross a track through 2 metal wicket gates and follow the right hand hedge of the field to join the road on the fringe of Habberley.
Turn left along the road through the village, passing the pub and the church. Turn left into the Minsterley road and in 50 yards turn right along a track passing a bungalow and farm buildings. Continue ahead into a field and follow the right hand hedge to a wicket gate into Poles Coppice. 
The path twists through the trees and in about 150 yards take the left hand fork (marked with a blue bridleway arrow). The route ahead is pretty obvious and eventually you come out of the wood at the top of Pontesbury Hill road.

Walk back to the village down the road – a nice downhill finish!

DISTANCE 5 miles - TIME 3 ½ hours
