LYD HOLES WALK
This walk mostly follows permissive footpaths to the Lyd Holes waterfall and the lower slopes of the Earls Hill Nature Reserve. 
From School Green walk down Main Road and turn right into Hall Bank. Just before the bus stop cross the stile into the field and cross to a stile into the Children’s Playground. Follow the old railway track to your right as far as Back Lane. Turn right along Back Lane to the main road at Pontesford. CROSS WITH CARE !!!! Turn left for 50 metres to a tarmac drive on your right.
Walk the full length of the drive (it becomes a stoney lane after the cottage) to a large gate and a pedestrian gate. The path bears left across the field to the lower gate. The path now passes through a meadow alongside the Habberley Brook and leads you into the deep wooded valley of the Lyd Holes. 
After pausing a few minutes to take it all in, retrace a few metres to a waymark post pointing the way up through the wood. Follow the markers to pass a small pool and emerge into a field over a stile. Bear left to a waymark post and cross the stile a few metres ahead. Keeping the hedge on your left, cross the field to a double stile. Continue ahead for 50 metres to a stile by a wicket gate. Enter the field and bear right up the field to a gap in the hedge or the double stile next to the gap and continue up the field to Earls Hill Barn lane.
Turn right along the lane for a few metres to a wicket gate on your left. Walk up the field to join a bridleway and turn right through a wicket gate into the wood. Continue ahead down to the car park at the foot of Pontesford Hill. Cross the road and go down the slope opposite to join a track, turn left for 50 metres and bear right across the field to a stile. Turn right down the tarmac drive to Bogey Lane and left back into the village past the cemetery to School Green. 
Approximately 2 ½  miles – 1 ½ hours
