Oaks Wood & Happy Valley
From School Green walk up Stalleon Lane, turn right past the Plough Garage and swing left into Habberley Road. In 300 metres turn left into Grove Lane and continue to junction. Bear right up the bank and continue along the track, passing 3 cottages, into the wood. Straight ahead to a wicket gate. Continue ahead over 2 fields to a gate onto a track. (Look back for a different view of Earls Hill) Turn left along the track into a field, drop right down the slope to the Habberley Brook and a bridge 100 metres downstream.
Cross the bridge and follow the path ahead up the bank into Oaks Wood. In 100 metres the path joins a forestry track, turn left along the track and climb steadily for 600 metres to the top of the wood. Turn left down the slope to a clearing and turn right for 50 metres to a waymark. Bear left down the slope through the cleared forest into Happy Valley (Good views over the valley to Earls Hill Rocks or Foresters rock – look for climbers!)
Cross the bridge and turn left up the rough path out of the valley to Earls Hill Barn. Turn right along the track for 300 metres to a pond on your left. Cross the stile on your left and cross the field to a stile at the foot of Pontesford Hill. Turn right through the car park, cross the road and go down the path to a track. Turn left for 50 metres and cross the field diagonally to a stile. Turn right down the road to Bogey Lane. Turn left to the Library and pass the cemetery to School Green
