4 miles or 4 ¾ miles THROUGH POLESGATE COPPICE AND HABBERLEY, returning along the side of PONTESFORD HILL or EARLS HILL
From School Green walk up Pontesbury Hill Road to the small car park at the end of the road ,by the covered reservoir – about ¾ mile. Turn right through Polesgate Coppice along an old track for about 200 yards, and then turn right on to a path. Follow the path to a kissing gate into a field. Bear left up the field to join a path coming up from your right. Continue ahead, keeping the hedge on your right, to some large trees and the Polesgate Nature Reserve car park.
Turn left up the road, passing Bank Farm, and continue along the road as it descends to Habberley (Please take care – the road is narrow, but usually quite quiet) – about ¾ mile. At the road junction, just after passing Habberley Hall on your right, turn right and follow the road as it swings left past the church and the Mytton Arms.

In 75 yards, as the road turns sharp right, turn left through a gate on to a farm track. Follow the track through the farmyard and then between fields for about 1/3 mile*.
4 mile route - Turn left through the large gate along the bridleway (marked with a blue arrow), keeping the hedge on your left, to a gate. (Nice views of the south and east slopes of Earls Hill)  Continue ahead with the hedge and wood on your right to a wicket gate. Continue ahead through the wood to join a stoney lane. In about 300 yards the lane becomes a road, bear left past Grove Farm to join Habberley Road. Turn right back to the village centre.

4 ¾ mile route – From * continue along the track to a gate into a field. Continue ahead across the field, keeping the hedge to your left to a gate then bear left up the field to a wicket gate ( Habberley Brook is below on your right and Earls Hill above to your left)

Pass through the gate and join the path, bearing right along the lower slopes of Earls Hill. Continue ahead, passing below Foresters Rock (popular with climbers), through the Nature Reserve to a wicket gate (nice views to Shrewsbury and the Shropshire plain). Continue ahead down the grassy slope, via a stile, across a field to a wicket gate into the wood... Follow the path to the car park, cross the road and descend on a path to a track. Turn left for 50 yards, cross the field on your right to a stile. Turn right down the lane to Bogey Lane by the Mary Webb School and left to the village centre.
