PONTESBURY SHUTTLE WALK 2
A walk from Pontesbury to Habberley via the beautiful and quiet Happy Valley, passing below Earls Hill Rocks.

Distance 3 ½ miles Time 2 – 2 ½ hours

Cross School Green and along Stalleon Lane. Cross Chapel Street and continue past the cemetery and Library into Bogey Lane. In 150 yards turn right along a surfaced track. At the brow of the bank turn left over a stile and cross the field to a track. In 50 yards bear right up a path to the Pontesford Hill car park.
Pass through the car park and in 50 yards look for a stile to your left. Cross the field, with pools each side of you, to a stile on to a track. Turn right for 50 yards to a stile on your left. Bear right across the field, via a stile, to the corner. Cross the stile and walk along the edge of the field to a double stile and sleeper bridge .Continue ahead, via a stile, across the field to a stile at the top of the valley. (To your right Earls Hill Rocks are coming into view)
Descend into the valley (WITH CARE) to a stile and a bridge over the Habberley (or Pontesford) Brook. In 30 yards turn right along a bridleway to recross the Brook via simple stepping stones (WITH CARE). Continue ahead, following the Brook upstream, for 200 yards, then bear right and climb out of the valley to Earls Hill Barn.
Turn right along the track for 200 yards to a wicket gate on your left. Enter the field and bear left across the fields, via 2 wide gates, to a stile. (You are now in Earls Hill Nature Reserve) Continue ahead, through the anthills and small trees, to a stile. Follow the path through the wood, with the Brook below, for 250 yards or so. Look for a path on your right that climbs steeply, via steps, out of the valley to a stile. Turn left along the bridleway for 30 yards, and then bear left to a wicket gate.

Head across the field to a gate and continue across the next field to a gate. Follow the track ahead for 1/3 mile to Habberley. Turn right to the Mytton Arms in 100 yards.
Shuttle buses leave at 1021 am and then 21 minutes past the hour (no bus at 1321) last bus 1721 (shuttles operate weekends & Bank Holiday Mondays - 7th April to 28th October)
All the stiles on the route have 2 steps and are easy to cross.

Dog hatches are incorporated in stiles where necessary.

Please keep dogs on a lead near livestock.
