FEEL THE NEED TO GET SOME FRESH AIR?
TRY ONE OF THESE SHORT WALKS!

The walks have been suggested by the Pontesbury P3 group who meet each Tuesday to carry out remedial work on the footpaths in the Parish. The group recommends that:-
1. You wear suitable footwear – it may be muddy in places!
2. You keep dogs on a lead in fields where there are livestock.

3. You take care of small children near the rivers and roads.

The start for all the walks is the Children’s playground, off Station Road, and goes along the old railway track over Hinton Lane bridge, past Roseville (Rose Cottage where Mary Webb wrote her first novels).
WALK 1. When you reach the junction with Back Lane, turn right along the lane for 100 metres or so to a stile on the right. Cross the stile and continue straight ahead over the fields, crossing 3 more stiles, to a narrow path that leads to a gate and the Shrewsbury Road. Turn right along the road back to the village centre and Station Road. TOTAL DISTANCE 1 ½  MILES.

WALK 2. From the junction with Back Lane, continue along the railway track for about 200 metres to steps down the embankment on the left. Descend the steps (TAKE CARE) to a stile by the Pontesford Brook. Follow the path along the field edge, with the river on your right, to a stile on to Hinton Lane. Turn left along the lane to Hall Bank (by the new surgery) and turn right to Station Road. TOTAL DISTANCE 2 MILES.

WALK 3. Follow Walk 2 to join Hinton Lane. Turn left along the lane for 20 metres, to a stile on the right. Cross the stile and walk straight ahead to cross a double stile and bridge. Bear right to the Rea Brook and walk along the riverbank, over 1 stile, to where the path leaves the river. Follow the hedge to cross a double stile on your right. Turn left for 20 metres to cross a double stile in the corner of the field. Keeping the hedge on your left follow the path, through 2 fields (crossing 1 stile), to a stile on to a track. Cross the track and the stile opposite. Bear right across 2 fields and 2 stiles to join Boycott Lane. Turn left along the lane to Station Road. TOTAL DISTANCE 2 ½ MILES.
On each of the 3 routes the church, the village and the hills beyond give you very special views.  On routes 2 and 3 you may catch a glimpse of a kingfisher or a hare.
