Welcome and Public Session:  Cllr. Mr. T Evans welcomed everyone to the meeting including Tom Brettall from Shropshire Council who had come to talk to the meeting about forming a Parish Plan for Weston under Redcastle.  Mr Brettall continued and gave a short talk on the pros and cons of taking on a Parish Plan.  The Plan would be community led with all the community being involved with a good cross section  of young to old being involved.  Outside bodies could help formulate the plan.  Why do the plan? was asked.  Mr. Brettall stated that it would give evidence for future funding for the community, and helps to identify problems, and bring new skills to the area.  Grant funding is available to produce the plan in the form of refreshments’, venue hire, meetings, production of a questionnaire and actual production of the Parish Plan.  An action plan has to be developed before final production of the Parish Plan.
· Cllr Mr. T Evans felt that Weston under Redcastle would be tackling the Action Plan, the plan doesn’t need to be a glossy document.  Several local village plans were circulated around the meeting. 
· Mr. Brettall stated that Jessica Grudings was a in a new position with Shropshire Council and would be the specialist person that would help us to produce the Action Plan.  The way forward for the Action Plan would be a public meeting, questionnaires to be circulated within the community, a possible walk about, and suggestion boxes.  
· Mr. B McCathy asked about the timescale.  Mr. Brettall said that a Parish Plan would take between 12/18 months although an Action Plan would be 2/3 months.  
· Mr. K Evans asked why the original meeting several years ago had not produced a Parish Plan.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans stated that no support from the village had been forthcoming at the initial meeting.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans also stated that the village needs to go forward in the future and this Action Plan was a way of moulding the future.  
· Mr. B Dawkes asked if the Action Plan could be made into the Parish Plan.  Mr. T Brettall stated that this could happen. 
·  Mr. K Evans asked if the Parish Council had lost its powers. Cllr.  Mr. J Edwards suggested that Mr. Brettall explain the new unitary authority and structure.   Mr. Brettall went on the explain the new role for Parish Councils how that the middle tier of government had been taken out and the role of the Local Joint Committees.  
· Mr. D Brierley asked how much funding was available from the Local Joint Committee annually.  Mr Brettall stated that £54,000.00 was available to the community. Cllr.  Mr. J Edwards who is the Weston under Redcastle Parish Council representative who attends the Local Joint Committee meetings was the person who had brought the attention of the Parish Council the Parish Plan and the need the do one.

· Cllr. Mr. T Evans suggested that a Steering Meeting be held in January to forge ahead with the Action Plan.  The clerk will write to all who attended the meeting this evening and invite them to the meeting in January.  
Cllr. Mr. T Evans asked the meeting if they were in favour of the Action Plan and a show of hands  (20) were in favour of going ahead with the plan.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans thanked Tom Brettall and the meeting for attending this important discussion about the community.  The public were given the opportunity to exit from the meeting if they so wished.

To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval. Cllr. Mr. B Griffiths is away on holiday.  All Councillors gave their approval for absence.

To receive declarations of interest from Members of the Council.  Cllr. Mr. A Fox stated that an item in Financial Matters, donation to St Lukes Church, he would have an interest in as Church Warden.    Cllr. Mr. T Evans stated that during that item he would not be able to contribute to the meeting.

To approve minutes of last full Council meeting held Monday 21st September 2009.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans stated that the minutes had been circulated previously.  Cllr. Mr. I Etherington proposed that the minutes as correct.  Cllr. Mr. J Edwards seconded.  All Councillors approved.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans duly signed the minutes as correct.

Matters arising from the minutes.  Cllr. Mr J Edwards stated that he would draw to the attention of the Local Joint Committee the state of the 511 bus service for Weston under Redcastle.

Financial Matters:  The Clerk reported to the meeting that the bank balance was £2068.43 and reconciled with no unpresented cheques.  The Highways Maintenance Grant had been banked in the sum of £294.00.

· Budget for Precept.   The budget was circulated to the Councillors.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans reported that the election costs would now be £2.00 per head of electors.  Therefore if a contested election arose the cost to the Parish Council would be around £500.00.   Something that had not being budgeted before.    Councillors were asked to look at the budget for the next meeting.

· Donation to St Lukes Church.  The Clerk had received an email from Colin Holloway

 asking for help with the cost of illuminating the Church in the Autumn.  A debate took place and it was agreed that a donation be given to the Church £550.00 as a contribution towards the costs of lighting and maintenance of St Lukes Church.

A report was made by the Station Commander on the training that takes place at RAF Shawbury and the need for a helicopter training site in the UK.  

· Proposed Electorate Fees Meeting.  The Clerk attended the meeting held at Shrewsbury Town Hall where a proposal was made for the election costs to be £2.00 per head of the electorate.  This was taken to  Shropshire Council Cabinet and was adopted on 9th November 2009.
