Welcome and Public Session:  Cllr. Mr. T Evans welcomed everyone to the meeting, no members of the public were present.

To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval. Cllr. Mr A Fox sent his apologies due to a hospital appointment.  All Councillors gave their approval for absence.

To receive declarations of interest from members of the Council.  The Local Government Act of 1972, section 94 was read out.  No declarations of interest were made.

To approve minutes of the last full council meeting held Monday 20th July 2009.  Cllr. Mr I Etherington proposed the minutes as correct.  Cllr. Mrs J Woolley seconded.  All Councillors approved.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans duly signed the minutes as correct.

Matters arising from the minutes.  Cllr. Mrs J Woolley and Cllr. Mr J Edwards asked if there had been any developments with Ash Hollow.  The Clerk reported that the Enforcement Officer had been informed and had spoken with the Clerk who stated that the Council will keep an eye on the building

· Cllr. Mr T Evans reported that the Highways Grant had been applied for although some difficulties had been found in getting various quotes.  Therefore quotes from last year had been used.  The sum asked for is £294.00.  A discussion took place on gaining quotes for low sums of money.  Cllr. Mrs K Calder is to take this up also Cllr. Mr. J Edwards will bring the subject up at the next Wem and Shawbury Local Joint Committee for the need for quotes for low sums of money.

· External Auditor:  Mazars have now signed off the Audit.  Although one figure had to be amended. Mazars had also asked to see Weston under Redcastle PC Financial Regulations with the minutes where they were approved.  This was duly sent and no further information was required.

Cllr. Mr. I Etherington proposed the accounts as correct.  Cllr. Mr. John Edwards seconded.  All Councillors agreed.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans and Cllr. Mr. B Griffiths duly signed the cheques.

12.16
Standing Orders:  Cllr. Mr. T Evans explained that the Standing Orders defined the protocol on how the PC meetings should be run, these Orders were extracted from SALC all Parish Councils should have them in place.  Cllr. Mr. J Edwards proposed the Standing Orders be adopted.  Cllr. Mrs Joan Woolley seconded.  All Councillors agreed.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans duly signed the Standing Orders.  The Clerk Mrs Jane Whittaker also signed the Standing Order.  This is to be kept in a safe place for future reference.

12.17
Planning Matters:

· Application 09/01137/AGR.  Land adjoining 13 The Slade, Weston under Redcastle.  Prior notification for an erection of an agricultural store.  A letter received 23.6.09 stated no planning permission was required.
· Application 09/01489/FUL (2nd application) 7 Hawkstone Court, Weston under Redcastle.  Erection of two storey extension to include first floor living and elevational alterations.  Letter received 20.8.09 planning has been refused.  Cllr. K Calder stated that he might appeal against this decision Mr. Blake has 6 months to appeal.
· Application 09/02080/FUL Brook Farm, Linford, Weston under Redcastle.  Erection of extension to dwelling.  Application Mr. G Warner.  Parish Councillors met on site to discuss the application no objections were raised.  Councillors supported the application and a letter was duly sent from the PC.  To date no reply has been received.
· Application 09/01491/LBC  Amendment to Church House, Weston under Redcastle.  Changes to roof link over and additional repairs.  Councillors met before the Parish Council meeting this evening on site to discuss the application.  Councillors felt that although they were not totally happy with the new roof material they felt that the property was a listed building therefore, rigorously checks with building inspectors of the Hertigate Council. Natural England and the Bat Council would be undertaken.  Therefore the PC supported the application.
· Application 09/02085/FUL & 09/02086/FUL Derelict building adjacent to Church House  “The Poultiggery”: Conversion of redundant outbuilding to form one residential unit with installation of sewage treatment plant, including windows, internal partitions, staircase and re roofing.  The Councillors again met as above.  All Councillors agreed that the building was in a poor state of repair and would tidy the proposed property up.  The application was very detailed, unfortunately because of the vegetation surrounding the building it was difficult to see the building.  Again it was a listed building therefore would be subject to detailed checking by Heritage Council, Natural England and the Bat Council.  Therefore all Councillors supported the application.  A letter will be sent not objecting to the application.
12.18
Highways: 
· The Water Leak on Guinea Lane.  A discussion took place on the leak, the water board have been out to check it,  co incidentally the leak seems to have stopped.  Although no one knows if this is due to the lack of rain recently.  The hole has been backfilled.   A proposal was made to purchase bags of asphalt from B & Q to tarmac the top of the hole, possible cost would be £10.00.  All Councillors agreed.  Cllr. Mrs K Calder stated that she had looked into the problem after receiving a letter from the Parish Council.  She stated that Severn Trent would have a plan of pipes and could determine if it was their pipe.  Cllr Mr. J Edwards stated that Severn Trent had already identified that the water was non chorlified and so not their pipe.  The problem could possibily be ongoing.  A possible cause could be the storm drain at Church House being blocked, when Church House and Poultiggery are restored the drainage problems would be sorted out.  Although this is long term.  A long discussion took place regarding the unadopted road problems associated with Guinea Lane.
· Cllr. Mr J Edwards asked if the road sign” Dead End” at the end of Guinea Lane could be replaced as it is very faded.  The Clerk will write and see if this can be done.

12.19
Bus Service to Weston under Redcastle  Cllr. Mr. T Evans reported that the 511 service to Weston had finished.  The Clerk informed the meeting that the new pick up point for Weston under Redcastle would be at the turn down to the Wetbrook Road.  Although soon it will be closed for repairs.  The Clerk also reported that Shropshire Link would now operate from the Village.  Leaflets were distributed.  This service has to be pre booked and only operates Tuesdays and Thursday.  Leaflets were also distributed for Dial a Ride.  Cllr. Mr J Edwards is to bring up the problems of the bus service at the Wem and Shawbury Local Joint committee.

12.20
Meetings attended:
· Wem and Wem Rural Local Joint Committee.  Cllr. Mr J Edwards stated that he had attended a planning meeting of the Local Joint Committee.  Weston under Redcastle Village Hall and put an application in for kitchen, kitchen floor and toilet upgrade.  Cllr. Mr. J Edwards also noted that Weston under Redcastle did not have a Parish Plan and felt that now was the time to produce one. It was agreed to invite members of the public to the next meeting to form a group not lead by Weston under Redcastle Parish Council to undertake the Parish Plan.   The Community Council are to be invited to the next meeting to provide information on how to go about the plan.  Cllr. Mrs K Calder also stated that the plans did not have to be copious and long, Cheswoodine Parish Council had produced a leaflet which had all the information needed.Cllr. Mrs Calder will send a copy of this to the clerk.  It was suggested that we are pro active in inviting the public to our next Council meeting so that Parishioners can be told of the need for such a Parish Plan.
· Salc:  No report.  No meetings have taken place.

· Noise Liaison Meeting 23rd September 2009.  Cllr. Mrs J Woolley and the Clerk to attend.

12.21 Correspondance:  All routine correspondence will be circulated.

12.22.Parish Matters:  Cllr. Mrs J Woolley stated that the Parish Council Notice Board was becoming very difficult to open.  Cllr. Mr. T Evans will take a look at it.
