The Rector writes...Come this month of March, we shall hopefully begin to move out of winter and what
a winter it has been! The coldest for nearly twenty-five years and difficult and disruptive it has been! | dare
say we shall appreciate the arrival of spring and even more look forward to some warmer summer weather,
well, cautiously look forward, as we can never be quite certain of anything when it comes to British
weather! Our season of March is wholly taken up this year in our church calendar by Lent with Palm
Sunday coming on the last Sunday and Easter Sunday being celebrated on the first Sunday in April. So its
wilderness — desert time — when we think of Jesus’ forty days in the wilderness of Judea with its hot, dry
days and cold, dark nights, a life lived in caves, facing wild animals, and lots of “nightly fears and
phantasies”, to quote the evening service of Compline. We prepare ourselves for Holy Week and Easter as
we look forward to that time which takes us to the very heart of the Christian faith — the life, death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ. Indays gone by, the catechumenate — new Christians — prepared for their
Christian initiation — their Baptism on Easter Eve - by receiving teaching and guidance throughout the
season of Lent. For us, following in that tradition, we can renew our faith by attending a Lent Group, giving
up something for a good cause, perhaps, reading a Lent book or saying our prayers more regularly, or
coming to church for an extraservice, even dropping in to one of our churches to say a prayer, virtually all
always open - at least, marking the season and remembering Jesus in the Wilderness as he faced and
overcame the Temptations of the Devil and prepared for his future ministry.
